The lighting system shall
be installed and maintained in accordance with the approved light-
ing plan.

7. One nonilluminated sign for identification of the
subject facility shall be permitted. Said sign shall not be in
excess of three (3') feet in height, measured from the finished
grade of the sidewalk, and four (4') feet in length. Precise
design of the sign shall be approved by the Planning Director
prior to the issuance of a building permit for the sign.

8. That prior to the issuance of a building permit for
any development, the applicant shall submit for approval by the
Planning Director and the Director of Parking and Traffic, a detailed
design for parking and driveways to be located at the southerly
portion of the subject property within the area specified as a
"future 50-bed acute" wing of the hospital, which wing shall be
deleted from the plans.

9. That prior to the issuance of a building pemmit, the
developer shall submit to the Fire Chief and Director of Public
Works for their approval, a plan showing the proposed location of
all fire hydrants. The number of hydrants and their installation
shall be in accordance with the requirements of the Fire Chief and
the Director of Public Works.

10. That prieor to the issuance of a building permit,
the applicant shall submit for approval by the Planning Director,
five (5) copies of a revised plot plan showing all the required
changes and adjustments in design and limitations set on the
development as shown on the plot plan amended in red and on file
in the office of the Planning Director.

SECTION 2. DEVELOPMENT SCHEDULE. The following develop-
