SPEGIFICATIONS
for the improvement of the intersections of the accepted Streets and street ailey
intersections in the City of uodesto, State of California.

The work to be donse under these Specifications consists of grading the roadway, lay-
ing cement concrete curbing and cememt conerete gutters and covering with asphalt concrete
the above described portions of said streets.

The attached plans are hereby made a part of these specifications and show the
distribution and amount of grading to be done to bring the street to tie proper sub-grade,
and showing in red llines the location of the curbiﬁg to be constructed.

GRADING.

The street shall be brought to a sub-grade or uniform surface the required depth
of four (4) inches below the finished and completsed pavement, und shall be finished 1n
the most perfect manner so as to be parallel with and in every wuay to conform 1in shape
t0 the surface of the finished work. To effect this the ground sihell be brought to
an approximate finish slightly above the sub-grade. The surfuce shall then be rolled,
until smooth, true, and compuct and to the reguired cross-sections and puddled 1f neces-
88TV« such portions of the road as cannot be reached vy the roller, and all places
excavated below the sub-grade and refilled, and all pipe trenches and other pluces that
cannot be properly compsacted with the roller, shall be tamped solldly and ﬁuddled if
necessary. The roller used shall be of a welight no% less than ten (10) tone. -

On this sub-grade shall be constructed an asphalt-concrete pavement as hereinafter
specified not less than four (4) inches in thickness after final compresaion, thcn
shall be composed of gravel or broken rock (crusher run) the maxlmm sise to pass
through a two and one-half (2}) inch ring, clean sharp sand and asphalt cement. Lot
less than ten (10) pounds of asphalt cement to the cubic foot of stone und sand shail
be used and as much more as the character of the stone and sand may reculre in order
to bind the particles af stone and swnd together in a homogenous or solid mass after

final compression.

Fiée (5) to ten (10) per cent or suffielent carbonate of lime being used to insure
patisfactory resulting puvement in summer as well as winter.

The asphaltic cament must bé wholly manufactured from California asphaltic
material, and must be free from admixture with any residue obtalned by artifical distil-
ation of coal, coal tar or paraffine cil. It must contain not less than ninety -eight
(98) per cent of bitumen soluable in earbon disulphide and not mere than iwo (2) per
cent of non-bitumenous organic matter. It must bé of even and uniform composition, and
when heated to a temperature of three hundred (300) degrees Fahr., for five (5) hours, must
not lose mors than one (1} per cent of weight of vaporable materisl. The bitumen contained
in it must be of a permanent and cementous character suitable in all respects to make
a durable and satisfactory cement. The asphaltic cement must be homogenous and ite

consistency at the time of its wixture with the stone or gravel and sand must fall between



65 and §0 degrees penetration by the dDistrict of Columbia Standard.

Tre refining of the asphalt to be carried to such point to produce above consistancy
and no fiuxing or uixing of a harder asphalt with liquid asphalt shall be allowed.

Laterials which have been oracked in process of refining or which contain any admixture
or paraffine or coal tar products will be rejected, and shall not be allowed to enter
into the composition of aéphalt concrete.

carbonate of lime may be added in sufficient quantities that at least five (5)
per cent of the non-bitumenous ingredients of the concrete mixture will pass a two
hundred (2¢C) mesh to the lnch screeil.

The carbonate of lime may be mixed with the asphaltic cement before mixing with
the other ingredients to an asphaltic mastic.

The asphaltic mastic shall be heatsd to not wore than three mundred (300) degrees
Fanr., before mixing with the broken rock or gravel. The broken rock or gravel to be
heated in suitable dryers to the temperature between two hundred seventy five (275)
and three hundred (300) degreces Fahrcnheit.

The mixing of all ingredients is then to continue within the temperature limits
above indicated until every particle of the sand and broken rock or gravel is thoroughly
coated with the aspraltic cement. When thus prepared it shall be deliyérod upon the
works at a temperature of not less than two hundred fifty (250) nor not more than three
nundred (30C) degrees Fahrenheit and shall be immediately apread on the sub-grade
previously preparcd.

The comprossion of this concrete shall be done as follows: As soon as the material
rus been spread for rolling it shall be rolled with hot iron roller welghing not less
than two nundred and £ifty (250) pounds to the linear foot of width of tire, and as the
muterial cools i1t shall be rolled with a steam roller weighing not less than five (5)
tons., This rolling shall be contimied for not less than five (5) hours for each one
thousand (10C0) yards of aspnalt concrete. All pleces that are inaccessable to the roller
umst be tamped with hot 1lron tampsIs.

The resulting asphalt conorete must be thoroughly compacted and must show an even
surface, truec to grade and cross- section and free from hollows and irregularities.

Ho usphalt concrete shall be lald in rainy weather or when the sub-grade is wet
from rain or other eauses.

The top of the asphalt concrete shall consist of a paint coat of liquid asphalt
not more tnan one half (}) gallon per square yard. This liquid.asphalt to be heated
to at least one hundred fifty (150) degrees Fahrenhelt and spread uniformly. A coat of
sand ito be spraad over this liquld asphalt cout immediately in thin layor, and rolled
with a roller weighing not less than five (5) tons.

CURBING.

The curbing will ve six (6) inches ﬁiae and fowrteen (14) inches deep when finally
completed. The top and roadway side above the level of the gutter to be finished with
three-quarters (£) of wn inch of fine concrete, consisting of equal parts of clean, ahafp
sand, and good quality (as hereinafter provided) of Portland cement; the remaining
portion of the curbing to be constructed of a concrete which will consist of a mixture of
five (5) parte of broken rock or clean gravel free from earth or loam, two (2) parts of
clean, srarp sand and one (1) part of Portland cement, - the rock or gravel to be in
reices of such a size that they will pass through a three (3) inch ring, and to be free

from earth; the sand to be sharp and salicious and free from earih, and the cement to be



fresh and of such strength that it will resist a tensil strain of at isast three hundred
and fifty (350) pounds per square inch when sét seven days under water. WVeter to be added
to the mess to bring it to E;gpggnstituency for working, and while still fresh and bhefore
the initial set, the concrste must be thoroughly rammed 1nto rlace and when sufficisntly set
to recaéive it the surface or finishing layer to be put on as above provided all of the
concrete to be protectsd from the sun, wind and frost until thoroughly set, and to be kept
moist meanwhile.

GUTTERS.

The gutters will be eighteen (18) inches wide and six (6) inches desp, inecluding a sur—
facing course of three-guarters (4) of an inch in thickness as above provided for the curbing,
the remainder of the concrete in the gutters to be of the samre constituents and put in place
in the same manner as above provided for the curbing.

That the use of all public waters upon lands should be governed by the rules preseribed
for the use of such waters upon lands by appropriation, and that no claim to such public waters
should be valid, unless such waters are applied to a benificlal use.

That the construction by the Federal or State govermment of a series of dams. in the
Sierra Nevada Mountains for the conservation of the flood waters of the San Joaguin, Chowchilla,
Fresno, Merced, Tuolumme and Stanlslaus Rivers ig feasible, and that said waters could be sold
by the government to the irrigation districts now in existence and to those distriets which would
be formed by reasons of the construction of such works. '

That the Legislature would do us and the people of the Counties of Madera, Merced,
Stanislaus, and San Joaquin, a favor if it will pass a resolution request ing the Federal Congress
to cause & survey of such proposed works, and an estimate of the cost and the feasibility thereof,
to re made, to the end that the same may be constructed and put in operation by the Unifed States
toprotect the San Joaquin Valley from such flood waters, and at the same time put such flood waters
to a bereficial use, with remunerative returns to the government, provided, the Legislature
determines that the State of California is not able to perform the work.

If you will bring this matter before the Legislature, you will do the people of these

four Counties a favor.
