• Danielle Morgart, from Assemblyman Juan Alanis's office, shared a legislative update. 

Assemblyman Alanis introduced AB 16, requiring early counting of election ballots, and 
AB 17, mandating public access to precinct maps. He coauthored AB 38, proposing to 
make the rape of developmentally disabled individuals a felony. Assemblyman Alanis 
was also appointed Vice Chair of the Public Safety and AG Committees. 
 

• Samuei Tavake raised concerns about a local individual who has not registered as a sex 
offender as required by AB 218. He also requested authorities investigate the 
circumstances of this individual’s mother’s death, which he believes may involve foul 
play. He plans to escalate the issues to the District Attorney if no action is taken. 
 

• Kevin McClarty addressed the feasibility of airline service at the Modesto airport. He 
highlighted several aircraft models, such as the ERJ 135, ATR 42, and Airbus 2200-100, 
capable of operating within the airport's existing 5,500-ft runway. McClarty emphasized 
that Modesto could attract airlines using these aircraft without requiring airfield 
expansion or significant expenditures. 
 

• Michael Arroyo expressed gratitude for his appointment to Modesto's Planning 
Commission, emphasizing the personal significance of serving his lifelong community. 
He pledged to fulfill his responsibilities to the best of his ability and looks forward to 
collaborating with city staff and officials. 
 

• A community member recognized Rebecca Harrington, who recently passed away, for 
her contributions to the lowrider community and efforts to celebrate Hispanic culture and 
heritage. She was acknowledged for her helpfulness and support during efforts to lift the 
lowrider ban in Modesto.

PUBLIC COMMENT IN PERSON 

 
• Nancy Robinson, president of the Modesto Garden Club, announced two events: Arbor 

Day on March 7th at 10:00 AM at Enslen Park, featuring a valley oak tree planting, and 
the Spring Garden Tour on April 12th, which funds $9,000 in scholarships for 
horticulture students.  
 

• Rhonda Allen praised the Modesto Garden Club for planting a native valley oak tree, 
highlighting its environmental and health benefits. She emphasized the need for more 
native trees to support wildlife and air quality. As part of an urban tree committee, she 
advocates for ecologically friendly tree planting and urged the Council to support these 
efforts. 
 

• Dean Richardson, a Modesto resident and member of Urban Forest Modesto, voiced 
support for the Modesto Garden Club's Arbor Day celebration on March 7th. He praised 
Measure H for revitalizing the City's Forestry Department and encouraged the Council to 
attend the event. He highlighted the long-term benefits of tree planting, reminding 
everyone that today's efforts will provide much-needed shade in the future. 
 

• Diane Kroeze criticized the City Council for ignoring homelessness and urged them to 
create small, safe sleeping zones with basic amenities. She condemned law enforcement's 
treatment of the homeless and expressed concerns over immigration enforcement and 
recent Presidential pardons. She called for humane action and prioritization of people 
over ideology. 
 

• Steve Horne raised concerns about Modesto's outdated regulations for non-emergency 
medical transportation, which are not compliant with California law. He suggested 
discussing the issue with the City Attorney or adding it to a future agenda, as the current 
rules hinder transportation providers and limit access to services for Medi-Cal 
beneficiaries. He noted that he could not operate in Modesto due to these regulations. 
 

• Carole Dovichi, president of the McHenry Mansion Foundation, expressed concern over 
the McHenry Museum Historical Society’s financial practices. She revealed that the 
Educational Director is paid $68,000 but has not organized a fundraiser in three years. 
After questioning the use of $300,000 in funds, Carole and others were denied board 
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membership and asked to stop attending meetings. She highlighted her commitment to 
the McHenry Mansion, which she believes operates well as a nonprofit. 
 

• Sandy Nerland, a McHenry Museum docent, revealed that the museum has not renewed 
its nonprofit registration for over four years, meaning it is not legally operating as a 
nonprofit. She stated that funds raised by the society have not gone to the museum but 
were used for a children's book. She urged the Council to address these issues before 
allowing the society to continue operating. 
 

• Margie Neder agreed with the comments from Carole Dovichi and Sandy Nerland. 
 

• Kevin McClarty praised the City's new remote participation format and corrected the 
myth that Modesto was a desert, explaining it was once a riparian woodland. He 
emphasized the importance of protecting California's water, especially in light of 
President Trump's directive on water release, and urged the City to safeguard its water 
resources, given the region’s role in agriculture. 
 

• Jerry Thompson shared that at a meeting about the former county courthouse 
development, the community wanted upscale apartments, shops like a wine-tasting room, 
and a grocery store with local produce. They also suggested outdoor activities like a 
roller-skating rink for families. He praised the City’s Street program, noting homeless 
individuals help keep the streets clean and emphasized educating the public about this. 
 

• Amanda Buehler raised concerns about student safety at Orchard Elementary, where 
drivers frequently ignore crosswalks. Despite contacting the Principal, Modesto PD, and 
the Engineering Department, no action has been taken. She requested the City Council 
address the lack of safety signs and flashing signals at the school, noting that other 
schools have received improvements.

Council Member Escutia-Braaton praised the Fire Department for their assistance during the 
Southern California fires, where they sent fire equipment and personnel to help. She also 
attended a Blue Mass along with Council Member Williams and Vice-Mayor Bavaro at Saint 
Joseph's Catholic Church to honor first responders, including fire, law enforcement, and 
EMS personnel. The mass was well-attended, and participants were blessed and treated to a 
reception hosted by the Knights of Columbus. She expressed gratitude for the community's 
first responders. 
 
Council Member Ricci thanked residents who attended the public meeting on the future of 
the old courthouse block, where there was broad support for a mixed-use development with 
retail, residential units, and spaces that celebrate Modesto's agricultural heritage. He also 
noted that the Trump administration paused Federal reimbursements, which could affect 
Stanislaus Regional Transit funding, potentially reducing bus routes. Finally, he highlighted 
the Community's desire to bring commercial air service back to Modesto, arguing it would 
stimulate economic growth and infrastructure development for the city. 
 
Council Member Williams expressed gratitude for Stanislaus County firefighters' help in Los 
Angeles and offered prayers for those affected by the fires. He also reflected on the Martin 
Luther King celebrations, highlighting the march and commemorative service with 
community participation. Williams attended a city workshop and praised the opportunity for 
public input on Modesto’s future. He mentioned the record attendance of Modesto Police 
Officers at the Blue Mass and noted the 101st birthday of his friend Hal Conkey, a dedicated 
Kiwanian. 
 
Mayor Zwahlen reported being honored to participate in the Martin Luther King celebration 
at Christian Love Baptist Church, which was uplifting. She also spoke at a homeless 
conference hosted by the Stanislaus County Office of Education on January 20th, focusing on 
homeless youth. She expressed the importance of ensuring children feel safe and protected 
during vulnerable times and emphasized the responsibility of adults to make that happen.

The City Manager briefly reported that the City receives various federal funds and is 
currently evaluating the potential impact of a recent federal funding issue. A judge has 
temporarily halted the order until February 3rd, allowing time to assess the situation and 
determine necessary steps to prevent service disruptions.

PUBLIC COMMENT IN PERSON 

 
• Diane Kroeze addressed the Council, expressing concerns about the homelessness 

crisis, particularly how severe weather conditions are affecting those without shelter. 
She noted that many homeless individuals are seeking refuge near the Salvation Army, 
as it is one of the few safe locations available. She also raised concerns about 
immigration enforcement, specifically the treatment of non-criminal individuals being 
detained and removed. She urged the Council to take a stand, by issuing a proclamation 
or making a statement in support of fair treatment for all people, regardless of race, 
nationality, or background. 

 
• Milton Wheeler emphasized the importance of conserving Stanislaus County’s natural 

resources, particularly its farmland. He expressed concern that the region, which has 
some of the best agricultural land in the world, is at risk due to urban sprawl and poor 
resource management. He urged the Council to prioritize sustainability for future 
generations by preserving water, air, and soil quality. Wheeler also warned that 
California will need to fallow significant farmland in the coming years due to water 
shortages. He called for responsible development, advocating for urban infill rather 
than outward expansion, and stressed that Stanislaus County should remain an 
agricultural hub rather than becoming a bedroom community for the Bay Area. 

 
• Lucas expressed concern about the high number of car accidents in Modesto due to 

reckless driving. He advocated for reinstating the city's red light camera program, 
citing research suggesting such programs can reduce red light running-related crashes 
by 21-30%. Lucas argued that automated enforcement is more efficient than relying 
solely on law enforcement officers. He also provided national statistics on traffic 
fatalities, emphasizing the rise in red light running incidents and the overall impact of 
traffic violations. He concluded by addressing concerns about privacy, stating that 
driving is a regulated activity. 

 
• Perfecto Munoz addressed the Councill to express gratitude for their support in 

extending the operational time of the King Kennedy Memorial Center. He 
acknowledged the efforts of city officials, including Eric Alvarez, the Deputy City 
Manager, and the Parks and Recreation Director, for working closely with the 
community to maintain the center. Munoz highlighted the center’s impact, particularly 
in public safety, noting the installation of security cameras in key areas. He shared that 
the center has grown significantly, expanding from a $258,000 annual budget to $1.5 
million and offering 12 different programs. In 2024, the center served over 20,000 
people, reflecting its vital role in the community. Munoz emphasized the dedication of 
his staff and expressed hope for continued collaboration with the city.

Councilmember Williams shared his recent community engagements. He spoke at a 
Kindness Assembly at Capistrano Elementary, encouraging students to "be like a tree" by 
offering support and positivity. He attended the Modesto Chamber of Commerce’s 111th 
celebration, highlighting honoree Ray Simon. Williams also participated in a Lunar New 
Year event at the Senior Center, commending City staff for their efforts. In recognition of 
Black History Month, he contributed to articles in the Modesto View and promoted 
events, including a production by Sankofa, Modesto’s first African American theater 
company, at the Gallo Center, and a free Black History Month program at the King 
Kennedy Center on February 28. 
Councilmember Ricci discussed key city issues, emphasizing traffic safety, housing, and 
urban tree restoration. He highlighted Modesto’s high rate of traffic accidents and 
expressed hope that the upcoming budget would fund three additional traffic officers to 
enhance safety. He also encouraged homeowners to explore the city's Accessory Dwelling 
Unit (ADU) Dashboard, which offers reduced permit fees and free pre-approved plans for 
building small additional housing units. Lastly, he stressed the importance of restoring 
Modesto’s urban tree canopy, noting that while over 1,000 trees have been removed 
annually due to aging, a stronger replanting plan is needed to improve air quality and 
reduce summer temperatures. 
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Councilmember Alvarez acknowledged the Marches for Migrant Awareness and his role 
on the Latino Emergency Council for El Concilio. He highlighted ongoing collaboration 
with California Rural Legal Assistance (CRLA) to provide Know Your Rights workshops 
for migrant communities in Modesto and the surrounding region. Alvarez also recognized 
Dr. Perfecto Munoz and the work of the West Modesto Community Collaborative, 
emphasizing the importance of retaining its services. He requested a 2024 impact report to 
better understand the organization’s reach, particularly its service to 20,000 people. Lastly, 
he noted that he would be leaving the meeting early due to an unforeseen circumstance. 
 
Councilmember Alvarez left at 6:00 p.m. 

 
Councilmember Escutia-Bratton acknowledged the public service and resilience of Officer 
Michael Rokaitis, who was injured in 2021 while serving a search warrant. She noted that 
he has returned to full service as a detective in the Investigative Services Division. She 
also mentioned that the trial of the individual responsible for the shooting is currently in 
jury deliberation.  Additionally, she highlighted the grand opening of Vallarta 
Supermarket in Modesto, emphasizing its economic impact, job creation, and availability 
of healthy food options. She invited the public to attend the ribbon-cutting ceremony at 9 
a.m. at the former Save Mart location on Sisk and Glendale, with festivities beginning at 
8:15 a.m. 

 
Councilmember Wright addressed a concern about red light cameras, stating that 
approximately ten cameras will be installed in high-accident areas throughout Modesto in 
the coming months, with the potential for more in the future. He also directed further 
questions on the matter to the Police Chief. 

 
Councilmember Williams additionally thanked Councilwoman Escutia-Bratton for 
acknowledging the Rokaitis family and expressed appreciation for their contributions to 
law enforcement. He also informed the public about an opportunity to meet an elected 
official at El Concilio, located at 1314 H Street, on Thursday from 4 to 6 PM. The event is 
free and open to the public. 

 
Mayor Zwahlen shared an update on the Modesto Children's Museum, highlighting its 
Impactful For All Access Program, which provides discounted tickets for SNAP EBT 
users. In its first year, the museum served over 26,000 children and families, with 35% of 
ticket sales discounted—well above the national average of 5%. The museum has also 
partnered with Stanislaus County Libraries to offer free passes, providing over 2,500 free 
visits annually. Additionally, the museum will host a national tour of the character Gabby 
from Gabby's Dollhouse, collaborating with Dreamworks, Netflix, and the Association of 
Children's Museums. The museum works closely with Modesto City Schools to ensure 
early childhood students visit, and it has attracted visitors from across the country and 
internationally. The Modesto Children's Museum has received several awards, including 
recognition as Nonprofit of the Year by the Modesto Chamber of Commerce.

• Dean Richardson spoke regarding meeting with tree advocate group called Urban 
Forest Modesto.  He also clarified that the Modesto Garden Club's Annual Arbor Day 
tree planting on March 7, 2025, at 10 A.M. but announced the location has changed to 
Roosevelt Park west of the tennis courts on W. Orangeburg Ave.  Councilmember 
Williams will be speaking at this event.  He also requested Council to vote in favor of 
the City Forestry Budget and emphasized the past 20 years the Foresty has been 
neglected, but with the help of Measure H it could be improved.  His hope is that 
Modesto becomes a world class Urban Forest with a lush, beautiful tree canopy that 
will have many benefits to the City. 

 
• Daniel Yockey, representing the Modesto Garden Club, is requesting financial 

assistance from the City Council to restore and protect the Elaine Gallo Memorial 
Clock. The club, which has been beautifying Modesto for 100 years, faces ongoing 
issues with vandalism and damage to the clock, including broken arms and destroyed 
plantings.  The request includes funds for a security fence to deter damage, relocation 
of the sprinkler system controls, and overall restoration to return the clock to its 
original status as one of the few flower clocks in the U.S. The club has traditionally 
been self-funded but has struggled financially since COVID-19. He is asking for 
$25,000 for immediate restoration and $10,000 annually for five years to maintain the 
project. He hopes for the Council’s support in continuing the Club’s beautification 
efforts. 

 
• Juan Telles, representing Valley Improvement Projects and West Modesto, emphasized 

the need for increased housing and a more comprehensive urban canopy plan, 
particularly in areas affected by extreme heat like West and South Modesto. He also 
advocated for integrating blockchain and fintech technologies to improve city 
efficiency, budgeting, and inventory management. Additionally, he encouraged 
collaboration with organizations like Yuda and Valley Improvement Projects to move 
Modesto toward becoming a zero-waste city and to address housing shortages for 
mental health services.

PUBLIC COMMENT IN PERSON 

 
• James Varble, secretary and president-elect of the McHenry Museum and Historical 

Society addressed the Modesto City Council to clarify concerns. He acknowledged past 
filing issues, now resolved, and dismissed claims from disruptive individuals demanding 
confidential information and an employee’s termination. He affirmed proper donation 
handling and corrected misinformation about a history book coauthored by the Executive 
Director. Varble reiterated the Society’s commitment to preserving local history and 
working with the City. 
 

• Jesse Wiggins, a Modesto realtor and member of the Board of Building Appeals, 
addressed the Council about the lack of support for property owners in maintaining rental 
properties. While tenant advocacy programs exist, she noted a gap in resources for 
owners, especially those who are elderly or inherited properties. She proposed a referral 
program to help owners with repairs and code compliance and has discussed the idea with 
a City Representative. 
 

• Danielle Morgart, representing Assemblyman Juan Alanis, provided a legislative update. 
She highlighted two key bills: AB 767, preventing the placement of sexually violent 
predators near schools and daycares, and AB 873, streamlining dental training to address 
workforce shortages. Alanis introduced 18 bills and coauthored numerous others. She 
encouraged the Council to reach out with any questions. 

• Juan Telles, a West Modesto resident and community organizer, spoke about the need for 
transparency and collaboration in the City's strategic planning process. He proposed 
partnering on listening sessions across Modesto to gather resident input, followed by a 
town hall to share decisions and priorities. Telles emphasized his role in bringing 
community voices to the table for a more inclusive and revitalized City. 
 

• Claudia Ponce, a Modesto resident from District 2, raised concerns about infrastructure 
issues in South Side Modesto, including flooding, lack of sidewalks, and unsafe 
conditions for children. She also highlighted a growing trash problem, with some areas 
becoming dumping sites. Ponce suggested adding trash cans at bus stops and organizing 
City-supported cleanups to improve the community. 
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• Lucas expressed concerns about increasing graffiti around Wood Colony and McHenry 
Ave., affecting businesses and properties. He also questioned the benefits of a proposed 
roundabout at an intersection near Carpenter Rd., seeking clarification on its impact. 
 

• Daisy Mayorga urged City leaders to support local innovation and emerging technologies 
like blockchain, AI, and Web3 to prevent the community from falling behind. She 
highlighted efforts since 2019 to bring tech education to the region, including the 2023 
launch of Yuda, which provides training in these fields. She criticized the lack of local 
government support for startups and the failure of SB 701, which aimed to create 
blockchain-related degrees. Mayorga emphasized that other cities investing in these 
technologies are thriving, while those that don’t risk losing talent and economic 
opportunities. She called for action to secure funding, support education, and invest in the 
future.

COUNCIL COMMENTS & REPORTS 

 
Vice-Mayor Bavaro reported on multiple police operations targeting smoke shops in Modesto, 
revealing widespread illegal activity. Recent inspections led to numerous arrests and the seizure 
of illegal tobacco, cannabis, meth pipes, firearms, and gambling funds. 
 

Investigations showed many smoke shops serve as fronts for crimes, including illegal 
gambling and drug sales, often targeting youth with cartoon-themed packaging. Bavaro 
emphasized that these businesses contribute no social or economic value and expressed 
support for an upcoming Smoke Shop ordinance. 
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Council Member Williams recapped several community events from the past weekend. On 
Friday, the City honored the late Rebecca Harrington, a dedicated community advocate, with 
a well-attended celebration of her life. On Saturday, the Kiwanis convention took place in 
Modesto, bringing over 600 attendees from California, Nevada, and Hawaii. The North 
Modesto Kiwanis Club, led by Chairperson Anna, did an excellent job hosting. That evening, 
Williams attended the Modesto Firefighters Association crab feed, which was well-attended 
and enjoyable. Additionally, Williams spoke to the Central Valley Association of Realtors 
(CVAA) about upcoming housing developments in Modesto and encouraged involvement in 
City commissions, particularly in housing. He highlighted a City program that assists 
homeowners in need of repairs, directing residents to Modesto's website for more 
information. Council Member Williams added two important upcoming events in celebration 
of Black History Month. The first on February 26th at the Red Event Center on 801 Eighth 
Street at 11:30 AM, featuring four speakers. The second event is on February 28th at the 
King Kennedy Center, 601 North Martin Luther King Drive, at 5:30 PM, offering a free 
Black History Month program with light food. Williams emphasized the importance of 
sharing this information with the community. 

Council Member Alvarez discussed various initiatives and advocacy efforts, particularly 
addressing infrastructure issues in South Modesto. In 2023, Alvarez supported a $16 million 
budget request for infrastructure improvements in unincorporated areas, collaborating with 
Senator Marie Alvarado-Gil's office and Supervisor Condit. He highlighted ongoing efforts 
with Measure H-funded blight mitigation programs, where City trucks respond to constituent 
requests to tackle blight and debris. Alvarez also mentioned upcoming community meetings 
for the City's five-year consolidated plan, which will focus on affordable housing, 
homelessness, and social services. The first workshop in District 2 will be on February 26th 
at the King Kennedy Center, followed by another on March 3rd at the Airport Neighborhood 
Collaborative. 

Council Member Escutia-Braaton praised the dedication and hard work of local firefighters, 
who respond to around 43,000 calls yearly, averaging 30 to 70 calls a day. She highlighted 
their bravery and courage and celebrated them at a recent crab feed. Escutia-Braaton also 
shared her participation in the National Association of Regional Councils conference, 
representing the Stanislaus Council of Governments. She attended the installation of Rabbi 
Caitlin Bromberg at Beth Shalom and expressed excitement for an upcoming trip to 
Sacramento to advocate for local transportation funding. She added the importance of public 
feedback on local projects and encouraged residents to participate in community events or 
provide input through an online survey on the Modesto website.

COUNCIL COMMENTS & REPORTS 
 

Vice-Mayor Bavaro shared insights from a ride-along with Fire Station 5, highlighting the 
impact of the City's investment in Advanced Life Support (ALS) on Fire Engines. He 
observed Paramedics providing rapid medical care, using equipment like EKG monitors to 
assess patients before ambulances arrived, ultimately saving time and improving 
outcomes. He praised the Council’s decision to allocate Measure H funds for ALS 
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upgrades and emphasized the need to ensure a paramedic is present on every engine to 
maximize effectiveness. Bavaro commended the professionalism of Station 5's team. 

 
Council Member Escutia-Braaton announced participation in the Appointments 
Committee meeting, where recommendations for City Boards, Commissions, and 
Committees will be made. She encouraged community involvement, highlighting 
opportunities in various areas, including Measure H oversight. She also shared updates on 
the City's five-year Consolidated Plan workshops, required by HUD for federal funding. A 
recent workshop in her district had strong community participation, with discussions held 
in both English and Spanish to ensure diverse input. She emphasized the importance of 
public engagement in shaping Modesto’s future. 

 
Council Member Wright thanked Visit Modesto and Todd Aaronson for their efforts in 
promoting the City over the past four years. He highlighted the organization's success in 
gaining media recognition and attracting visitors, sharing an encounter with a traveler 
from England who was impressed by Modesto. Wright encouraged regular updates to the 
Council to keep members informed about Visit Modesto’s impact and expressed 
appreciation for their work in showcasing the City. 

 
Council Member Ricci expressed support for the upcoming Smoke Shop Ordinance, 
emphasizing the need to regulate unlicensed businesses that sell illegal substances, 
including unlicensed cannabis and meth pipes, often to minors. He highlighted the 
difference between regulated dispensaries and unregulated smoke shops, stressing the 
importance of accountability.  He also praised the City’s Blight Abatement Team for their 
efforts in cleaning up Modesto’s streets and alleys. Additionally, he commended Visit 
Modesto for its work in promoting the city, sharing his observations of visitors enjoying 
the almond blossoms and noting Modesto’s positive recognition in major publications. 

 
Council Member Williams thanked Todd Aaronson for his updates and shared several 
community events. He congratulated Gladys Williams on receiving the MLK Legacy 
Award and highlighted the upcoming NAACP Freedom Fund Dinner and a tree planting 
event at Roosevelt Park for Arbor Day. He also recounted a unique fundraiser between the 
Fire and Police Departments, where participants played basketball on donkeys, with the 
Modesto Police Department winning. He expressed appreciation for the event’s success in 
supporting POW's. 

 
 

Mayor Zwahlen highlighted two recent events she attended.  Black History Month 
empowerment luncheon hosted by the Cesar Chavez Community Celebration Committee, 
which was also attended by Council Member Williams and Vice-Mayor Bavaro, which 
featured a panel and was well received. She also spoke at the Appraisal Institute’s annual 
spring conference at the DoubleTree, where she welcomed attendees and discussed 
Modesto’s economic development and housing initiatives.

PUBLIC COMMENT IN PERSON 
 

• Betty Santos, Modesto resident, invited the Mayor and City Council to a "Cars and 
Coffee" event she organized in collaboration with the Modesto Police Department and 
Starbucks. She worked with a new local business, community members, and law 
enforcement to bring the event to life. The event welcomes classic cars, hot rods, 
lowriders, and car clubs. She encouraged Council Members to attend, highlighting efforts 
to secure donations for coffee, donuts, and pastries. 
 

• Loretta Carhart spoke about an unexplained illness affecting memory, recalling memory 
lapses while working in the 1950s. She also questioned the ruling of her father’s 1960s 
death as a suicide and raised concerns about medications causing amnesia. She urged 
officials to investigate similar cases. 
 

• Danielle Morgart, representing Assemblyman Juan Alanis, provided a legislative update. 
She highlighted five bills being heard in committees this month, including AB 387 on 
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probation officers' jury service, AB 240 on higher education access, and three public 
safety bills. She encouraged officials to reach out with any questions. 
 

• Kevin McClarty from District 1 raised concerns about the City Council's legislative 
process, questioning the disconnect between Council Members' public statements on 
social media and the official meeting agendas. He sought more transparency on how 
items are proposed, who initiates motions, and how decisions are made, emphasizing the 
need for clearer public insight into Council actions. 
 

• Emerson Drake spoke on two issues. First, he criticized City Officials for disregarding a 
past voter decision against extending sewer and water lines north of Kiernan and pushing 
forward the Canal Warehouse project despite public opposition. Second, he raised 
concerns about what he believes are change to the Appointments Committee appointment 
process, and concerns with transparency on attendance records and skipping re-
interviews for second terms limits accountability. He urged the Council to reinstate full 
disclosure of Committee Members' performance.

Council Member Escutia-Braaton highlighted ongoing community workshops for Modesto’s 
Parks and Recreation Master Plan. She attended the first well-attended session, where residents 
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provided input on park maintenance and development. She encouraged participation in two 
upcoming workshops and directed residents to Modesto’s website for more information. 
 
Council Member Williams recapped several community events. He praised the mayor’s 
presentation at Catalyst and highlighted a housing workshop at the Veterans Center. He attended 
a hospice dedication, participated in a 5K event supporting local police, and noted the passing of 
longtime MJC faculty member Steve Collins. He also recognized Pastor Jimmy Wilson’s 
swearing-in as the third pastor of Second Baptist Church in 139 years. 
 
Council Member Ricci discussed several important topics. He encouraged participation in the 
parks master plan meetings, highlighting their importance for the future of the city's parks. He 
shared good news about the upcoming resurfacing of Kansas Avenue, expected to begin this 
summer. He also mentioned efforts to address the community's feral cat issue, including plans to 
meet with the Stanislaus Animal Services Agency. Lastly, he expressed concern over drivers 
speeding over 100mph in Modesto, emphasizing the need for continued efforts to reduce 
speeding. 
 
Council Member Alvarez highlighted several upcoming events. He encouraged attendance at the 
Parks and Recreation Master Plan workshop on March 12th, emphasized a household hazardous 
waste collection event on March 15th, and shared the success of the Spring Health Fair, which 
served 70 families. He also promoted the Tech Champions Workshop on March 13th, offering 
small businesses strategies for integrating new technologies to reduce costs and save time. 
Alvarez is a longtime member of both the California Hispanic Chambers of Commerce and the 
Stanislaus Latino Chamber of Commerce. 
 
Vice-Mayor Bavaro shared several updates, including an upcoming council workshop on March 
26th to discuss a soccer stadium and smoke shops. He also mentioned the Friends of Hospice 
Gala on May 10th, their major fundraiser. Bavaro attended the Modesto Police Officers 
Association Board meeting, where he listened to concerns about improving community safety. 
He also praised the event's lunch and noted the productive discussions. 
 
Mayor Zwahlen appreciated everyone’s service to the community and shared her involvement in 
a Q&A session with Scouts for Scouting America at Saint Joseph's Parish Hall, where she 
answered questions from about 50 young scouts. She also invited everyone to the State of the 
City address on Tuesday at the Gallo Center for the Arts at 5:30 p.m., which will provide 
updates, including information about Measure H funds.

• Nancy Robinson, President of the Modesto Garden Club, announced the Spring Garden 

Tour on April 12th, the club’s main fundraiser supporting scholarships. She also 
mentioned ongoing community gardening projects and two upcoming events: a vendor 
fair on May 3rd and a summer table viewing on June 11th. 
 

• Danielle Morgart from Assemblyman Juan Alaniz’s office provided a legislative update. 
Assemblyman Alaniz presented several bills this week, including AB 15 (California 
Propane Day), AB 873 (dental board requirements), AB 16 (election ballot counting), AB 
17 (election maps), AB 240 (rural county community college study), and AB 528 (child 
sexual abuse material). She invited the Council to contact the office with any questions. 
 

• Chris Aggers raised concerns about lack of follow-up from City officials on issues he 
reported, including fireworks enforcement and property maintenance.

He thanked Modesto Police for allowing peaceful assembly but 
raised concerns about safety after a vehicle entered the crowd and performed dangerous 
maneuvers. He requested that future events include measures to restrict vehicle access to 
protect attendees.

COUNCIL COMMENTS & REPORTS 

 
Councilmember Escutia-Braaton reported attending an advocacy trip to Sacramento with San 
Joaquin Valley officials to inform new legislators about the Central Valley's needs. She noted the 
reformation of the Central Valley Caucus to address regional issues. She also attended a Women 
in Construction luncheon with other Council Members. Lastly, she highlighted the approval of 
the 2024 Citizens Advisory Group Annual Report, which will provide detailed insights into the 
work, attendance, and effectiveness of advisory groups, aiding future decisions on appointments 
and group objectives. 
 
Councilmember Ricci noted progress in Modesto’s road conditions, with the city’s PCI score 
improving to 62 and a goal of reaching 72 in the next ten years. Residents are encouraged to 
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report road issues via the Go Modesto app or by email. He also mentioned ongoing efforts to 
address the feral cat problem through improved licensing, spay/neuter access, and system 
accountability. Additionally, he highlighted progress in addressing blight through expanded 
bulky item pickup and the city's abatement team. 
 
Vice Mayor Bavaro reminded the public that penalties for illegal fireworks were increased last 
year, with fines ranging from $2,000 to $10,000 depending on the offense. He mentioned 
attending the La Loma Pollinator Festival, which saw strong community participation. He 
encouraged public involvement in the upcoming budget workshops on April 14. Lastly, he 
shared about being interviewed by a third-grade student from Lakewood Elementary, noting her 
intelligence and curiosity about City governance. 
 
Councilmember Wright discussed the recent ribbon-cutting for the Dignity Moves project, which 
opened 42 housing units. Ten to eleven clients have already moved in. He emphasized the city's 
efforts to support vulnerable residents and noted the strong attendance from City Council and 
County Supervisors at the event. 
 
Mayor Zwahlen highlighted several recent events and initiatives. She referenced the State of the 
City speech and encouraged viewing the 15-minute video on Measure H, which outlines City 
improvements. She mentioned her involvement in the Safe Streets for All Task Force, aiming for 
zero traffic fatalities, with awareness signs to be placed in neighborhoods. Additional events 
included the Farm Worker of the Year celebration with Karen Ross and Governor Newsom’s 
visit to announce the California Master Plan for Career Education at the regional fire training 
center.

Modesto High School, and dedication through extensive overtime work. Bavaro praised Juarez 
as an asset to the department and expressed the Council's support for his promotion. 
 
Mayor Zwahlen reported on several community updates, including the full renovations and 
rededication celebrations at Marple Manor and Ralston Tower senior living facilities, ongoing 
park improvements like the restroom upgrades at Graceada Park, and the strong community use 
of parks. She also highlighted the Modesto Art Museum's transition, thanked Savemart for its 
local support, and acknowledged recent promotions and hirings in the fire and police 
departments.

• Kimberly Molina, a manager for a free government phone program in Modesto, reports 

challenges complying with local code enforcement despite holding the required permits, 
LLC, and business license. She notes that other cities, such as Stockton, have a more 
straightforward process. Team members have received citations without the expected 
warning and fine progression, and she is requesting assistance from city leadership to 
continue operating. 

 
• Marlys Jones addressed the Mayor regarding the same issue as the previous speaker and 

stated she plans to contact Allison, the Deputy City Manager, as suggested.  
 

• Abraham Guzman, a 75-year resident of Modesto and long-time community volunteer, 
including work on local golf initiatives, requested that the City Council consider offering 
complimentary green fees at city golf courses for Modesto residents aged 90 and older.

PUBLIC COMMENT IN PERSON 

 
• Vicki Morales stated appreciation to the Council for their work and the positive changes 

brought by Measure H funding. She highlighted improvements such as timely tree 
trimming and stump removal, better tree watering methods, and cleaner walkways. These 
changes have enhanced neighborhood appearance, safety, and community morale, 
especially on Modesto’s west side. 
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• Dean Richardson, member of Urban Forest Modesto, praised recent community events 
like Porch Fest and the upcoming Graffiti Weekend. He highlighted the positive impact 
of Measure H, noting improved public safety and revitalized parks. He emphasized the 
Forestry Division’s efforts, including the removal of nearly 1,000 dead trees and the 
planting of 500 new ones in 2024. Richardson called for continued support for the City’s 
urban forest, envisioning it as a long-term asset that enhances quality of life for all 
residents. 
 

• Susan Beasley introduced Brad Hart as the new conductor of the Modesto Band 
(MoBand). A Modesto native, Hart expressed excitement about leading the band’s 106th 
season, highlighting community support and participation. The summer concert series 
kicks off Thursday at Graceada Park, celebrating local music and events like Graffiti 
Weekend. 
 

• Maya Carter spoke on behalf of low-income individuals struggling to find housing. She 
shared her own experience of being repeatedly denied despite having money and credit, 
due to lack of rental history. Application fees were a financial burden, and some agencies 
were unhelpful. She emphasized that many people aren’t trying to take advantage; they 
just want a stable home. Now in recovery and housed at Jenny’s Place, she called for 
better solutions to support those in need. 
 

• Benjamin Nutall, a new business owner, urged the City to better support Black-owned 
businesses, particularly on the west side. He expressed concern about lack of visibility 
and outreach to the Black community, unequal treatment by law enforcement, and the 
need for dedicated vendor spaces similar to those for Latino vendors. He called for more 
inclusive support and opportunities to uplift the community. 
 

• Terrence Lane, co-owner of the soul food business Hotter Than Fish Grease, called for 
fair treatment of Black-owned businesses in Modesto. He shared concerns about unequal 
enforcement and permit requirements compared to other communities and described a 
police officer encounter he felt was excessive. Lane emphasized the need for City 
support, fairness, and equal opportunity for the small number of Black-owned businesses 
in the area. 
 

• Milt Trieweiler urged the Council to protect local farmland from urban sprawl and 
development. He emphasized the region's uniquely fertile soil and water resources, 
warning that paving over this land would jeopardize future food production. He called for 
smarter growth, building upward instead of outward, and stressed the responsibility to 
preserve farmland for future generations. 
 

• Sebastian Jones expressed frustration over racial disparities in how Black street vendors 
are treated in Modesto. He criticized a recent incident where police used flashing lights 
and aggressive tactics to confront a young Black food vendor, calling it unfair and 
harmful. Jones called for equal treatment, better support for Black-owned businesses, and 
accountability for police behavior. He urged the City to promote fairness and support 
local entrepreneurs instead of discouraging them through over-policing. 
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• Kevin McClarty raised concerns about the lack of 24-hour pharmacies in Modesto, 
specifically noting that the McHenry Walgreens reduced hours due to theft. He believes 
conditions have improved with stricter enforcement of shoplifting laws by the District 
Attorney and Modesto Police. McClarty urged the City Council to contact Walgreens and 
CVS to encourage them to consider reopening 24-hour pharmacy services now that theft 
is being better controlled.

COUNCIL COMMENTS & REPORTS 

 
Councilmember Wright updated that the Walgreens at Coffee and Sylvan is open 24/7 with a 
pharmacy drive-through. He reported on local homelessness efforts, including volunteer street 
teams removing 15,800 pounds of trash, and services provided by Modesto Gospel Mission and 
Jenny’s Place, which recently opened 53 permanent supportive housing units. He also 
highlighted the grand opening of Hannah’s House, a new women and children’s shelter by the 
Gospel Mission with 40-50 beds. Lastly, he mentioned that this week is Graffiti Week with 
special events planned, including a performance by MacKenzie Phillips. 
 
Vice-Mayor Bavaro responded to a question about small business loans, explaining that Modesto 
offers a revolving loan fund through Valley First Union, with loans from $2,500 to $75,000, low 
interest rates, and flexible repayment terms. He also addressed why a business might use a P.O. 
box for mail. Finally, he noted that the City’s spending on trees amounts to about $70 per tree, 
which he considers a good value. 
 
Councilmember Alvarez highlighted the upcoming American Graffiti classic car parade and 
encouraged attendance. He addressed concerns about a recent incident involving the Police 
Department, expressing willingness to be briefed and explore better coordination with Code 
Enforcement and community groups. Alvarez also noted the lack of an active African American 
Chamber of Commerce in Modesto, mentioned past efforts to revive it, and offered to connect a

local business owner with the Stanislaus Latino Chamber and the African American Chamber in 
nearby San Joaquin County for support. 
 
Councilmember Ricci addressed Walgreens’ issues, attributing problems mainly to labor 
shortages and pharmacist retention rather than inventory. He highlighted progress on the 
Firefighters Park, including a commemorative brick fundraiser. Ricci praised the opening of 
Jenny’s Place, a housing facility for the homeless, emphasizing the City’s ongoing commitment 
to tackling homelessness. He criticized Cal Cities for opposing a Bay Area housing bill (SB 79) 
despite it not affecting Modesto, blaming such opposition for worsening the homelessness crisis. 
Lastly, he expressed excitement about the reopening and improvements of Modesto’s Dry Creek 
Trail and future trail expansions. 
 
Councilmember Escutia-Braaton celebrated attending the 100th birthday of Miss Tilly Villa and 
presented her with a City certificate. She praised the City’s website for prominently displaying 
vital air quality and humidity information, especially important for families with respiratory 
concerns. She also highlighted the City’s summer activity guide, encouraging families to take 
advantage of free and diverse programs. Lastly, she noted she will miss upcoming Graffiti Week 
events due to attending a national conference and will participate remotely in the next Council 
meeting. 
 
Councilmember Williams expressed condolences for fallen Los Angeles officer Samuel Riveros 
and emphasized support for law enforcement. He praised the opening of Jenny's Place and 
acknowledged a memorial artwork honoring Jenny Kenoyer. He reminded the community about 
the upcoming Graffiti Weekend events, urging safety and legal conduct. Williams also gave 
thanks to Councilmember Ricci for participating in Love Modesto. Regarding local business 
concerns, he clarified he hadn't received prior details about a vendor issue but shared that the 
African-American Chamber of Commerce information and stated it is accessible via Facebook. 
He concluded with excitement about the weekend’s car show festivities. 
 
Mayor Zwahlen shared highlights from recent events, including a visit to Howard Prep’s 
"Community Gathering of Heroes," celebrating independence for people with special needs. She 
attended the Modesto Fire Department's 150th anniversary exhibit at the Modesto Museum and a 
memorial honoring fallen officer Bobby Volk. She participated in the ribbon-cutting for Jenny’s 
Place and the unveiling of a new native bird educational plaque on the Virginia Corridor Trail. 
The Mayor also spoke at Modesto Adult Education’s graduation, where 412 adults received 
diplomas, and began Graffiti Week at a street rod event at McHenry Village.

PUBLIC COMMENT IN PERSON 

 
• Rossy Arqullo urged the Modesto City Council to address the unregulated sale of 

flavored tobacco to minors. She called for a mandatory licensing Ordinance for all 
tobacco retailers—not just smoke shops—citing serious health risks to youth and 
urging immediate action to close enforcement gaps. 

 
• Juan Molinares addressed the City Council about unresolved property damage caused 

by a City-owned tree in front of his home. He explained that the tree damaged his 
driveway, leading to repair costs of over $35,000. Despite efforts over four years to 
resolve the issue, including contact with City staff, no assistance has been provided. 
The tree was eventually removed, but only after significant damage had already 
occurred. Juan requested help from the City to cover the repair costs. 

 
• Austin Grant raised concerns about how police handled a recent protest, particularly in 

relation to Municipal Code section 4-23.02(13), which he believes was misapplied. He 
called on the City Council to review, amend, or repeal the Ordinance, suggesting they 
research its origin, assess its current relevance, and involve the public through 
hearings. He emphasized that community concern is growing and urged timely action. 

 
• John Mataka requested a public hearing on the same Municipal Code referenced by the 

previous speaker. He criticized the Modesto Police Department’s handling of a smaller 
protest at 1010 10th Street, suggesting the response—including arrests and use of 
force—was excessive and possibly influenced by the protest's topic or the racial 
makeup of its participants. He also pointed out the ongoing relevance of mask-wearing 
due to COVID-19 variants. Mataka urged the City to engage the community in open 
dialogue and review police actions related to the protest. 

 
• Harlan Diven spoke about police actions during a June 14th protest. She described 

witnessing an arrest where officers in an unmarked vehicle quickly detained a masked 
individual without provocation or explanation. Diven stated that several arrests 
appeared targeted and involved unhoused youth. She expressed concern that those 
arrested were threatened with severe penalties under Penal Code 185, which she 
viewed as an inappropriate and chilling response intended to suppress free speech. She 
urged the City Council to consider the broader implications of such enforcement. 

 
• Giancarlo spoke about police actions during the “ICE OUT” protest. He claimed the 

protest was intentionally targeted by Modesto Police for strict enforcement of a 
Municipal Code banning certain masks, allegedly under direct orders from the Police 
Chief. Giancarlo described a heavy police presence, including officers in military gear 
and unmarked vehicles, and said arrests were made without provocation. He 
characterized the response as discriminatory and racially motivated, given the protest’s 
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organizers and attendees were primarily people of color. He called for the full repeal of 
the Municipal Code, an independent investigation into police conduct, dismissal of all 
related charges, and an end to targeted policing. 

 
• Nora urged the City Council to repeal Municipal Code 4-23.02, which prohibits masks 

during public demonstrations. She argued the law is being misused to intimidate 
peaceful protesters, many of whom wear masks for health and safety or to avoid 
harassment. Nora criticized the origins and enforcement of the ordinance, claiming it 
enables biased policing and unjust arrests. She called the police actions on June 14th 
both discriminatory and harmful, and asked the Council to repeal the ordinance and 
drop all related charges. 

 
• Nic, a participant in both June 14th protests, described witnessing and experiencing 

what he viewed as targeted police actions against organizers and vulnerable 
individuals, particularly at the CV BIPOC-led protest. Drawing parallels to historic 
government surveillance and suppression of civil rights movements, he expressed deep 
concern over the use of police tactics that he likened to those of authoritarian regimes. 
Nic emphasized that many wore masks for health reasons, not concealment, and 
criticized the use of public safety laws to suppress peaceful dissent. He called for 
serious reform of both the municipal mask ordinance and police conduct. 

 
• Manuela condemned the Modesto Police Department’s actions during the June 14th 

protest, accusing them of using fear tactics and excessive force similar to ICE. She 
criticized unmarked vehicles, lack of identification, and the arrest of seven people 
without clear cause. Manuela demanded the full repeal of the mask ordinance, an 
independent investigation into police conduct, immediate dismissal, and record 
clearance for those arrested, and an end to targeted repression of marginalized 
communities in Modesto and the Central Valley. She emphasized the harm caused to 
unhoused youth and urged the Council to listen to their constituents. 

 
• Anthony criticized the Municipal Code restricting mask use during protests, 

highlighting its conflict with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), especially 
considering long COVID as a disability. He condemned the police’s aggressive arrests 
on June 14th and suggested they amounted to profiling. Anthony called on the City 
Council to repeal the ordinance, drop charges against those arrested, and restore true 
First Amendment freedoms. He urged officials to prioritize the community’s interests 
over police power and political repression. 

 
• Gavin Bruce, a participant in the Central Valley BIPOC protest on June 14th, described 

police confiscation of the protest’s PA system, which hindered communication of 
safety information. He witnessed an unprovoked arrest by officers in tactical gear using 
an unmarked vehicle, without explanation. Gavin suggested police were deliberately 
trying to escalate tensions to justify budget increases. He praised the protest’s peaceful 
turnout despite police presence and urged the City Council to drop all charges against 
those arrested and launch an independent investigation into police actions. 
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• Steve spoke about witnessing police targeting peaceful protesters in Modesto, 
including himself, whom he said was arrested without explanation during the June 14th 
protest. He criticized the Municipal Code as part of broader discrimination linked to 
the rise of extremist groups and political repression. Steve urged the City Council to 
uphold democratic values by meeting the demands of the Central Valley BIPOC 
coalition, including dropping all charges and repealing the ordinance. 

 
• Ian condemned the police tactics used against peaceful protesters, describing them as 

violent, terrorizing, and unjustified. He highlighted the disparity between how larger 
protests were treated versus the smaller rally, accusing the police of selective 
enforcement and abuse of power. Ian called for a reevaluation of the Municipal Code 
and the accountability of those charged with protecting the community, praising the 
bravery of the protesters in contrast to the police. 

 
• Emanuel Lopez spoke about witnessing the wrongful detention of seven community 

members during the June 14th CV BIPOC and No Kings protests. He described police 
using fear tactics, including loud announcements of riot control methods, and making 
arrests without warning, reading rights, or clear charges. Emanuel highlighted an 
incident where an officer used excessive force, breaking a person’s finger. He called on 
police officers who prioritize fear and profiling over protection to resign and urged the 
City Council to end injustice by dropping charges against those arrested. 

 
• Leah Hassett spoke about attending the June 14th CV BIPOC rally with her young 

adult daughter. She emphasized the importance of young people having agency and a 
voice in their community. Leah expressed concern that police actions—such as 
grabbing protesters and placing them in unmarked cars—felt like repression and 
oppression, not freedom, damaging community trust in law enforcement. She urged for 
a safer environment for peaceful protest and condemned the police tactics resembling 
ICE’s intimidation. Leah fully supported the demands of CV BIPOC, including 
repealing repressive codes and dropping charges against arrested protesters. 

 
• Liz Talbot a rally organizer, spoke in solidarity with the CV BIPOC group. She urged 

Modesto officials to revisit and reconsider the mask ordinance, highlighting the 
constitutional right to free speech without restrictions on dress. Liz noted the disparity 
in police response between the smaller and larger rallies, questioning the rationale 
behind targeting mask-wearers at the smaller event. She expressed concern for 
Waterford constituents—many from immigrant families—who felt unsafe and left the 
protest early due to fear of arrests. Liz emphasized that the ordinance violates First 
Amendment rights and urged Modesto leaders to uphold their constitutional oath. 

 
• Efrain Diaz, organizer with CV BIPOC, described how Modesto PD escalated tension 

at the June 14th protest by arresting a participant for wearing a mask and holding a 
flag, charging him with resisting arrest despite no resistance. Police used aggressive 
tactics, including a shotgun pointed at protesters, creating a climate of fear reminiscent 
of ICE raids. Diaz called for a full repeal of the mask ordinance (Municipal Code 4-
23.02.13), an independent investigation into MPD’s actions, immediate dismissal and 
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record clearance of all charges, and an end to political repression targeting 
marginalized communities in Modesto and the Central Valley. 

 
• Alex Garcia, a Latino community member and organizer of the ICE protest, shared his 

family’s immigrant background and the risks peaceful protesters face due to federal 
policies targeting immigrants. He emphasized that wearing masks for anonymity 
during protests is a protected form of free expression under the First Amendment, 
especially important for vulnerable communities fearing deportation or surveillance. 
He called the Modesto mask ordinance unconstitutional and redundant given state law 
already covers concealing identity during crimes. Garcia demanded all charges from 
the arrests be dropped and the Ordinance fully repealed, pledging to fight vigorously if 
the Council fails to act. 

 
• Leah a concerned community member, condemned the police violence and repression 

at the June 14th Ice Out anti-deportation protest, where six peaceful protesters were 
unjustly arrested under Modesto’s anti-mask ordinance (Municipal Code 4-23.02, 
subsection 13). She emphasized that the ordinance has been weaponized, enabling 
discriminatory police actions that violate basic rights, including masking to protect 
against illness and harassment. Leah called on the City Council to repeal the ordinance 
and to strengthen the Community Police Review Board’s power to hold the Modesto 
Police Department accountable through independent investigations, highlighting the 
need for real consequences for police misconduct. 

 
• Isaac, one of the seven people arrested on June 14th, expressed heartfelt gratitude for 

the support he has received, saying he never expected it and sincerely thanked 
everyone. 

 
• Jessica, a community member present at the June 14th protest, criticized the Modesto 

Police Department for poor communication and minimal public education about the 
municipal code on masks. She observed that MPD used excessive force and fear tactics 
during the protest, including unmarked vehicles, riot gear, and aggressive detainments 
without explaining reasons or asking about exemptions. Jessica highlighted a double 
standard, noting that at other events like the Straight Pride parade and Proud Boys 
rallies, mask-related arrests were minimal despite violence there. She accused MPD of 
selectively enforcing the ordinance to push a political agenda, targeting vulnerable 
groups under the pretense of safety. Jessica demanded a full repeal of Modesto 
Municipal Code 4-23.02 subsection 13 and urged City officials to remember they are 
accountable to the voters speaking out against this Ordinance. 

 
• Daisy Mae Strauss spoke in support of the Central Valley BIPOC Coalition. She called 

on the Council to drop the charges against those arrested, repeal the mask ordinance, 
and expand the powers of the MPD Review Board to enable thorough investigations 
and accountability for police misconduct in the community. 

 
• Laura Plascencia expressed deep concern about rising oppression and fascism locally, 

particularly highlighting Modesto PD’s actions as hostile and against the community. 
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She warned that without standing up now, democratic rights such as public comment 
may soon be restricted.  Laura called for the immediate dismissal of charges against 
those arrested, an independent investigation into Modesto PD’s conduct, and 
reassessment or removal of the penal code related to mask restrictions. She criticized 
the police for their lack of cultural and emotional competency and their discriminatory 
treatment of peaceful community members who were protecting their health and safety.  
She urged Councilmembers to support the community in resisting this toxic 
environment and to protect democratic freedoms.  

 
• Monica Flores attended the protest on June 14th with her family and described police 

actions as sudden and aggressive, including an unannounced arrest and officers 
surrounding an individual with guns. She found these actions frightening but said they 
strengthened her resolve to advocate for her community. Flores expressed a desire for 
mutual trust between residents and law enforcement in Modesto, noting that the events 
she witnessed did not reflect that trust. 

 
• Jasmine Navarro, a Modesto community member, expressed deep concern about the 

fear and anxiety experienced by local communities during these times of repression. 
She found it upsetting that some police officers are involved in acts of violence against 
the community. Jasmine called for higher standards and better use of police funding to 
truly serve and protect the community. She also highlighted the tension in being a 
sanctuary state while fears persist about police cooperation with ICE, urging for clearer 
protections and cooperation to safeguard residents. She ended with a hopeful call for 
collaboration and progress. 

 
• Cecilia Flores shared that their group coordinated with another protest group at 

Graceada to hold an organized, peaceful march. She noted that police were present and 
involved even before the protest began, creating an atmosphere that seemed intended to 
discourage gathering and engagement. Despite their efforts to communicate and merge 
the protests peacefully, tensions escalated. Cecilia called for all charges against those 
arrested that day to be dropped. 

 
• Marisol Ramirez spoke in support of her niece and reflected on the limitations of free 

speech for non-U.S. citizens. She explained that while U.S. citizens have free speech 
protections, legal residents, visa holders, and refugees often do not, fearing 
repercussions such as losing residency if identified. She emphasized the risks faced by 
families with mixed immigration statuses, noting that even legal family members could 
be targeted if someone is identified. Marisol also cited a recent example of a tourist 
denied entry to the U.S. over a political meme, illustrating heightened restrictions. She 
expressed understanding for protesters who wear masks to protect their identities and 
families from potential harm. 

 
• Ann Marie voiced support for the group's demands following the June 14th protest 

arrests. Although she did not attend the event, she stated she had reviewed video 
evidence and believes the detained individuals were arrested unlawfully. She urged the 
City Council to repeal Modesto Municipal Code 4-23.02(13) and any ordinances that 
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restrict protest rights. She also called for an independent investigation through an 
empowered Community Police Review Board, the appointment of an external auditor 
to evaluate Modesto Police Department conduct, and the dismissal and expungement of 
all related charges. Ann Marie concluded by warning against the rise of fascism and 
emphasized the importance of allowing anonymity for health and safety in a 
surveillance climate. 

 
• Bianca strongly criticized the Modesto Police Department’s actions during the June 

14th protest, accusing the Police Chief of misrepresenting the group’s intent and using 
intimidation tactics. She called for the repeal of the anti-mask ordinance, greater 
oversight through an empowered Civilian Review Board, and accountability for law 
enforcement, emphasizing her condemnation with repeated calls of “shame.” 

 
• Loretta Carhart shared personal reflections in response to earlier comments, recalling 

past experiences with law enforcement dating back to the 1950s. While acknowledging 
past arrests, they emphasized the importance of police in the community, especially in 
light of recent personal experiences with crime. She urged others not to be overly 
critical of law enforcement, expressing concern that current attitudes may overlook the 
value and challenges of police work. 

 
• A community member offered a balanced perspective during public comment, stating 

they were not in favor of abolishing the police and acknowledged that some officers 
behaved appropriately during the June 14th protest. However, they questioned the 
presence of officers in SWAT gear, the use of firearms, and the surprise nature of 
arrests. They raised concerns about the financial cost of the police response, arguing 
that such tactics are not economically viable or beneficial for the community. The 
speaker urged the Council to consider not just the moral and political implications, but 
also the practical and economic impact of law enforcement actions.

Councilmember Ricci acknowledged the concerns raised by the public about their rights 
and City Ordinances. He emphasized that these issues should be addressed by the Civilian 
Police Review Board, which was established by the Council. He mentioned that the board 
will hear a presentation from the Modesto Police Department about the June 14th protests 
at their next meeting. The board will also review the current Ordinance and examine 
public concerns. Ricci expressed pride in Modesto's willingness to evaluate and improve 
its policies and processes to enhance public safety. 

 
Councilmember Williams agreed wholeheartedly with what Councilmember Ricci had 
stated. 

 
Councilmember Alvarez recognized the importance of standing up against discrimination, 
especially for immigrant and Latino communities. Sharing his own family's history of 
discrimination, he emphasized the need for genuine solidarity in addressing injustices, not 
just for popular causes but for long-term change. He expressed support for peaceful 
protests and called for transparency and coordination to prevent harm during such events. 
Alvarez highlighted the significant role immigrants play in the local economy and 
reaffirmed his commitment to policies that protect both public safety and human dignity. 
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Councilmember Escutia-Braaton expressed pride in her heritage as a Latina and the 
daughter of immigrant parents who worked hard to provide opportunities for their family. 
She emphasized her dedication to serving the Modesto community and acknowledged the 
recent peaceful demonstrations that took place. While noting serious incidents reported 
from the June 14th gathering, she urged that these concerns should not be dismissed. She 
commended the Modesto Police Department for its efforts to maintain safety during the 
event and acknowledged the challenges of preserving public order. She called for ongoing 
respectful dialogue, collaboration, and a shared commitment to community well-being, 
stressing that unity does not require agreement but a collective dedication to finding 
solutions. 

 
Mayor Zwahlen expressed appreciation for the community members who shared their 
views at the meeting, stating that their input was heard and valued.  She emphasized the 
importance of continued collaboration, respectful dialogue, and her pride in Modesto’s 
ability to engage in constructive discussions despite differing opinions.

PUBLIC COMMENT IN PERSON 

 
• Blake Wilson, a sustainability grad student, urged the Modesto Council to adopt clean 

transportation programs like those in Stockton and Fresno. He highlighted affordable 
EV and e-bike shares, mobility credits, and job training, encouraging the city to use 
state and federal funds for a more sustainable, equitable future. 
 

• John Mataka, representing Valley Improvement Projects and the Grayson 
Neighborhood Council, spoke against Modesto’s mask Ordinance (§4-23.02) and urged 
the Council to repeal it and drop charges against seven arrested individuals. He 
compared the police's masked, unmarked tactics to ICE raids, which led Grayson to 
cancel its National Night Out. He warned of possible litigation over violations of 
protest rights and criticized the hypocrisy of masked officers arresting people for 
wearing masks. 

 
• Mohammed Rashid introduced himself as an advocate in Stanislaus County and 

attended the meeting to observe how the Council operates. He offered to be a resource 
and left his contact information with the Deputy City Manager. 
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• Nora Garcia, a Modesto resident, urged the Council to repeal the mask ban during 
protests and support an independent investigation into the June 14th arrests. She 
criticized the Police Department’s handling of the event, calling it biased and 
escalatory, and challenged the city's current oversight process as ineffective. Nora also 
condemned dismissive rhetoric about discrimination and emphasized the value of 
allyship and holding leadership accountable, regardless of ethnicity. Nora Garcia, a 
Modesto resident, urged the Council to repeal the mask ban during protests and support 
an independent investigation into the June 14th arrests. She criticized the Police 
Department’s handling of the event, calling it biased and escalatory, and challenged the 
city's current oversight process as ineffective. Nora also condemned dismissive rhetoric 
about discrimination and emphasized the value of allyship and holding leadership 
accountable, regardless of ethnicity. 

 
• Alejandra Ramirez asked the Council to prioritize installing a sidewalk on one side of 

her elderly, disabled parents' property in West Modesto. Despite recent roadwork, the 
area remains unpaved, posing serious safety risks. Although they’ve been added to the 
ADA list, there's no timeline for improvements, and Alejandra stressed the urgent need 
for action due to her parents' limited mobility. 

 
• Ken White expressed concern over the possible departure of the Modesto Nuts, 

emphasizing baseball's long-standing role in the City's history and its importance to 
local youth. He urged the Council to take action to keep professional baseball in 
Modesto, highlighting its cultural and community value. 

 
• Danielle Morgan from Assemblyman Juan Alanis’s office provided a legislative 

update, noting that four of his bills (AB 16, 17, 310, and 528) are still moving through 
the process during the summer recess. She encouraged the Council to reach out with 
any questions. 

 
• Art Fabela spoke out against the proposed acquisition of his and 13 neighbors’ homes 

(Parcel C) for the West Modesto stadium project. Though initially supportive, he now 
opposes it due to the low proposed compensation, which he says wouldn’t cover a 
comparable home. He emphasized the unique value of his riverfront property and 
called for fair compensation if the City moves forward with the project. 
 

• Steve spoke to the Council about his concerns regarding police conduct and Council 
oversight. He referenced a past personal incident involving a Councilmember and the 
Police Chief, criticized the handling of protest-related arrests, and requested that all 
charges be dropped, records cleared, and the mask Ordinance repealed. He also 
referenced a Councilmember’s comments about enforcement and urged full adoption of 
the coalition’s demands. 

 
• Teresa Gamboa, chair of the Woodland West Community and a Neighborhood Watch 

Coordinator, thanked City staff and Officials for their support in improving 
neighborhood safety. She praised a Councilmember for consistent involvement, 
acknowledged the efforts of the Police Department, Public Works, Parks and 
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Recreation, and Economic Development Staff, and highlighted the positive impact of 
increased patrols and park upgrades. She invited everyone to attend her neighborhood’s 
National Night Out event. 

 
• Brian Evitt shared concerns about a personal burglary incident, stating that Modesto 

Police released the suspect and mishandled the situation, resulting in a denied 
insurance claim and his own arrest based on the suspect’s accusation. He criticized 
police training, the handling of foster care placements, and local practices around 
prescription drugs and marijuana dispensaries. He also raised issues with hospital 
policies and called for systemic changes in City operations. 

 
• Harlan Diven addressed the Council regarding the June 14th arrests under the City's 

mask Ordinance, stating that the arrests targeted organizers, young people, and the 
unhoused during a protest. They called for the charges to be dropped, the Ordinance 
repealed, and an independent investigation into the Police Department’s actions, 
asserting that the current Police Review Board is insufficient. 

 
• Manuela, representing the Central Valley BIPOC Coalition, called for the repeal of 

Modesto’s mask Ordinance, the dismissal of charges from the June 14th arrests, and an 
independent investigation into police conduct. She also criticized the City's spending 
priorities, advocating for investment in social services, healthcare, and environmental 
improvements instead of policing. 

 
• Julissa, representing the Central Valley BIPOC Coalition, called for the repeal of 

Modesto’s mask Ordinance and dismissal of charges from the June 14th protest arrests. 
She emphasized ongoing health concerns related to COVID-19, criticized the Police for 
racial profiling and surveillance, and urged stronger oversight powers for the 
Community Police Review Board. She also demanded an end to targeted policing of 
marginalized groups and greater accountability for Police misconduct. 

 
• Emerson Drake, a Modesto resident, criticized Councilmembers serving on StanCog 

for inaction and lack of accountability regarding financial mismanagement. He 
expressed concerns about targeted enforcement of the mask Ordinance, Police using 
masks while arresting protesters, and the City's handling of public participation. He 
urged the Council to take responsibility and better serve the community. 

• Kevin McClarty urged the Council to use their authority to place the mask Ordinance 
repeal on the agenda for the next meeting, enabling a formal discussion and vote on the 
matter. 

 
• Madison Conde spoke in solidarity with the community, urging the repeal of the mask 

Ordinance. She criticized the Ordinance as oppressive, lacking evidence of improving 
safety, and targeting protesters exercising their First Amendment rights. She 
challenged Councilmembers to take a clear stand against the Ordinance and support the 
community. 
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• A member of the public defended the Modesto Police Department’s enforcement of the 
mask Ordinance at protests, emphasizing the need for order, visibility, and surveillance 
to maintain public safety. They supported broad and vague laws to allow discretion in 
enforcement, including monitoring protests with cameras, drones, and social media. 
The speaker framed these actions as necessary crowd management rather than 
censorship, praising the Police for prioritizing safety over anonymous or disruptive 
protest. 

 
• Leanne, a Modesto resident, urged the City Council to repeal the mask Ordinance that 

prohibits protesters from wearing masks, citing its use for Police intimidation and 
repression during a recent protest. She highlighted concerns from the ACLU and 
criticized the Council for lacking action and dismissing community demands. She 
called for increased accountability and oversight powers for the Community Police 
Review Board and emphasized that the Council must take responsibility and act to 
protect constitutional rights. 

 
• A member of the public expressed concern over the Modesto Police Department’s 

actions during the June 14th ICE Out protest, criticizing arrests made for wearing 
masks despite the protest being peaceful. They highlighted inconsistencies in Police 
enforcement and argued the arrests were aimed at silencing dissent rather than ensuring 
safety. The speaker called for repeal of the mask Ordinance, an independent 
investigation into Police misconduct, and dismissal of charges against those arrested. 
They emphasized the Council’s responsibility to uphold constitutional rights and was 
disappointed in the lack of action on this issue. 

 
• Nick, a participant in the ICE Out protest and No Kings rally, spoke about wearing 

masks for health and protection against Police surveillance. He criticized the Police for 
escalating tensions, targeting vulnerable groups, and abusing the mask mandate to 
suppress dissent. Nick called for a non-biased community investigation and increased 
civilian oversight to hold Police accountable and prevent further abuses. 

 
• Hortensia Flores, a public servant and immigrant, spoke about peaceful protests against 

Trump administration policies affecting immigration and civil rights. She highlighted 
that her community was targeted and faced discrimination during arrests at a recent 
protest, with detainees held for long hours over mask Ordinance violations. She urged 
the Council to take the situation seriously, consider the impact on families and 
children, and work collaboratively to make positive changes for all community 
members. 

 
• Leah Hassett spoke in support of repealing the mask Ordinance and investigating the 

June 14th incident. She witnessed arrests where officers wearing the same type of 
masks were arresting protesters, highlighting a double standard. She emphasized that 
charges against those arrested should be dropped.  Leah compared the mask Ordinance 
to discriminatory voting laws that discourage people from exercising their rights. 
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• Will, a Modesto resident, spoke about witnessing an arrest at a recent protest. He felt 
the Police response was intimidating rather than de-escalating, which made him, and 
his girlfriend feel scared and almost leave. He emphasized that no one should be 
intimidated from exercising their right to protest.

Councilmember Ricci expressed that while he does not support actions violating civil 
rights, he urges thoughtful, deliberate decision-making rather than reactive measures 
regarding the mask Ordinance. He acknowledges the Ordinance was passed hastily in 
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2019 and supports using the existing Civilian Police Review Board to address concerns, 
believing it to be the best way to resolve the issue. 

 
Councilmember Escutia-Braaton reported that this year’s 4th of July saw a 31% decrease 
in Fire Department calls and a 43% reduction in vegetation fire responses, likely due to 
increased fines for illegal fireworks and stronger enforcement by Police and Firefighters. 
Despite fewer fireworks, more citations were issued thanks to improved equipment. She 
also highlighted upcoming school supply drives in her district to support students 
returning to school, encouraging community donations and participation. 

 
Councilmember Williams expressed gratitude to the community for coming out to 
celebrate the 4th of July with about 30,000 attendees enjoying family and youth-focused 
events. He thanked the Stanislaus Latino Chamber of Commerce for supporting the 
Kiwanis parade and highlighted the successful Stanislaus County Fair, emphasizing the 
importance of community and togetherness amid challenging times. 

 
Mayor Zwahlen highlighted attending the Modesto Police Department graduation 
ceremony on July 2nd with Councilmember Escutia-Braaton and a promotional event for 
local employees. She also noted the groundbreaking of the long-planned North County 
corridor project on July 8th, which will improve and widen roads for better safety. 
Additionally, she acknowledged the successful Stanislaus County Fair, organized in part 
by Councilmember Williams, as a great community event.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD 

 
• Dakotah Louden urged the City Council to address the sale of Kratom and its 

concentrated form, citing addiction risks, personal experience with harmful effects, and 
lack of medical awareness. He called for stricter regulations, higher purchase age 
limits, location restrictions near schools and parks, and increased public education. 

• Derek Castle congratulated the Council on the upcoming opening of 12 bridge housing 
cabins for single women, funded by Measure H. He highlighted recent progress in 
Modesto’s bridge housing efforts, including family housing at the Church of the 
Brethren, Dignity Village’s 42 cabins, and the new Grace Gardens site. While noting 
successes in moving families into permanent housing, he stressed the high unmet 
demand, with around 400 people still unsheltered, and urged continued expansion of 
bridge housing. 

 
• Danielle Morgart, a representative from Assemblyman Juan Alanis’s office announced 

that the Governor signed AB 17, which requires counties to provide public access to 
precinct boundary information. She noted the legislature is in summer recess and 
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expressed hope that three additional bills will be signed, inviting the Council to reach 
out with questions. 

 
• Lucas raised several neighborhood concerns, including questions about the reduced turf 

project, support for improved fireworks enforcement using advanced scanning 
technology, and reconsideration of the residential forestry program due to 
infrastructure damage. He also urged the City to adopt tighter water restrictions in light 
of a potential future drought. 

 
• Steve criticized past interactions with Council Members and law enforcement 

leadership, referencing a personal dispute and alleging inaction on misconduct. He 
objected to a recent Police Chief presentation, describing it as fearmongering and 
inappropriate, and drew comparisons between Modesto and other cities regarding 
lawsuits against Police Departments and crime trends. He accused the City of 
restricting public input after disruptions and urged the Council to meet the demands of 
the BIPOC coalition, framing them as matters of public safety rather than police power. 

 
• Julissa urged the Council to repeal the City’s face-covering Ordinance, arguing that 

charges against protesters were dropped due to community pressure and that the law 
lacks legal standing. They accused the City of avoiding accountability, targeting youth 
and people of color, and called for the return of Zoom comments for accessibility. 

 
• Nora Garcia supported repealing the City’s mask ban at protests and expanding the 

Community Police Review Board’s authority to independently investigate misconduct. 
She criticized the Council for indifference toward public concerns, praised community 
members for persistent advocacy, and emphasized the importance of public pressure in 
defending democratic rights. 

 
• Emerson Drake criticized the lack of opportunities for Council Members to meet and 

discuss issues freely, citing Brown Act restrictions and the discontinuation of certain 
meetings since COVID-19. He described delayed responses to public records requests 
and alleged that the City Manager and Mayor have prevented Council Members from 
exercising their right to meet, suggesting this has hindered collaboration and 
transparency. 

• Anthony criticized the City Council for inaction on the mask Ordinance, arguing it 
continues to restrict First Amendment rights and allows police to target protesters. He 
cited United Nations guidance supporting mask use in assemblies, called for the 
Ordinance’s repeal, and urged an independent investigation of police conduct. 

 
• Nic drew parallels between Modesto’s mask Ordinance and broader governmental 

restrictions, arguing the law has been used to suppress lawful protest. They warned that 
keeping the Ordinance could empower local and federal law enforcement to further 
limit civil liberties and urged the Council to repeal it. 

 
• Manuel Vasquez cited an ACLU letter warning that the City’s mask Ordinance is 

unconstitutionally vague and overbroad, criminalizing ordinary items and undermining 
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free speech, privacy, and health rights. He highlighted racially biased enforcement 
during a recent protest and criticized the Police Chief’s “arrest first, courts later” 
approach, urging the Council to repeal the Ordinance and uphold constitutional 
protections. 

 
• Linda urged the Council to repeal or amend the mask Ordinance, emphasizing that the 

Council has the authority to act independently of the Police Review Board. She 
criticized the Council’s inaction, selective enforcement against marginalized groups, 
and prioritization of authority figures over community input, warning that continued 
inaction risks civil rights violations and legal consequences. 

 
• A speaker spoke about exercising the right to protest for personal and community 

safety. He criticized the mask Ordinance for forcing individuals to conceal their 
identities, highlighted the harsh treatment during arrests, and urged the Council to 
repeal the law, emphasizing that legality does not always align with morality. 

 
• A speaker urged the Council to place the mask ordinance on the agenda for repeal, 

arguing it violates free speech and exposes protesters to harassment and excessive 
force. They warned that keeping the law could lead to costly legal consequences. 

 
• A speaker expressed concerns about the lack of action on the mask Ordinance, 

highlighted issues regarding the arrests of peaceful protesters and vague enforcement 
measures. The commenter criticized what he believes is passivity of a Council 
Member.

COUNCIL COMMENTS & REPORTS 
 

Vice-Mayor Bavaro highlighted recent community engagement and City projects, 
including attending National Night Out events, planning a professional soccer stadium and 
convention center downtown, traffic improvements on Scenic Drive, and future housing, 
commercial, and recreational developments. He credited these initiatives to the Council’s 
leadership and decision-making. 

 
Councilmember Williams shared community updates, beginning with a moment of silence 
for a long-time local businessman and Kiwanis member who passed away at 101. He 
highlighted attending 12 National Night Out events in his district, a police graduation, the 
grand opening of Kaiser Permanente’s new athletic center, and the Madstock music event 
at Graceada Park, noting strong community engagement and local talent. 

 
Councilmember Ricci highlighted positive community developments, including the 
upcoming opening of Vallarta Supermarkets at a long-vacant Raley’s site, and emphasized 
the need for stronger enforcement of the City’s vacant building ordinance to encourage 
economic growth. He also raised concerns about Stanislaus Animal Services, calling for a 
daily spay/neuter program, proper vaccination, TNR licensing for feral cats, and more 
accessible, humane animal intake procedures. 

 
Councilmember Escutia-Braaton shared recent community engagement, attending 
multiple district events and following up with constituents on neighborhood concerns like 
trees and traffic. She highlighted participation in selecting a location for a new 
entertainment district to boost Modesto’s economy, and noted the upcoming opening of 
Grace Gardens, a bridge housing initiative, expressing excitement to contribute personally 
to the project. 

 
Councilmember Alvarez recapped attending multiple National Night Out events across 
District 2, engaging with residents and organizations about local concerns, particularly 
homelessness among youth on the West Side. They highlighted the upcoming opening of 
Grace Gardens, a 12-unit bridge housing project at the Modesto Gospel Mission. Alvarez 
also addressed traffic safety issues on Spencer Avenue and emphasized that, while 
supportive of the new downtown soccer stadium, their district’s priorities remain 
healthcare, housing, and dental services, noting that the stadium plan (Option C) includes 
940 housing units without displacing current residents. 
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Mayor Zwahlen highlighted recent community and professional activities, including 
attending the California Urgent Care grand opening, participating in the Station 17 
firefighter training tower ribbon-cutting, and being sworn in to the Stanislaus County 
Water Advisory Committee. She also engaged with local students through a junior college 
history class, contributed to the early stages of the Yosemite Community College District 
Master Plan, and connected with residents at multiple National Night Out events, 
emphasizing community engagement, public safety, and educational outreach.

• Barry Jackson, a retired Beyer High School counselor and longtime Modesto resident, 

started an annual student–police basketball game to build positive connections. The 
event, now in its 10th year, is open to all students and has involved many officers. He 
invited city representatives to attend and recognized the support of Lieutenant Felton 
Payne and Chief Gillespie. 
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• Elaine Wong, Doctor and Chief Resident at Valley Consortium for Medical Education, 
raised concerns about doctor overwork, reduced staffing, and limited patient access at 
Golden Valley Health Centers. She noted difficulties in filling residency positions and 
retaining doctors in Modesto and asked for support in securing a fair contract to improve 
conditions and patient care. 
 

• Tom Myers, a Modesto resident and member of the Urban Forest group and Stanislaus 
Audubon Society, thanked the city for funding tree maintenance and planting initiatives. 
He highlighted the Tuolumne River Regional Park, a 500-acre area with significant 
natural resources, and noted that a master plan update is underway. Myers emphasized 
the park’s recreational potential and encouraged efforts to make it more accessible and 
welcoming to the community. 
 

• Harlan Diven, a Modesto resident, spoke about the June 14th protest arrests at 10th Street 
Plaza. While the charges were dropped, the arrests remain on individuals’ records, and 
they called for the City Council to launch an independent investigation since the 
Community Police Review Board cannot. 
 

• Anne Marie requested that the City Council repeal the mask ordinance, citing legal 
concerns raised by the ACLU and the Modesto Bee. She stated that only the Council has 
the authority to act and also requested expanded oversight authority for the Community 
Police Review Board. 
 

• Steve asked the Council to place the repeal of the mask ordinance on a future agenda. He 
cited the Brown Act and Modesto Bee statements indicating the Council has the authority 
to act without waiting for the Community Police Review Board. 
 

• Frank Padron, a resident on Rouse Avenue, raised concerns about a sewer, sidewalk, and 
curb project. He stated that residents were required to sign up without being fully 
informed of funding issues, have since received little communication or notice of 
meetings, and still have unanswered questions about the project’s status and impact. 
 

• Nora Garcia-Ruan asked the Council to place the repeal of Modesto Municipal Code 4-
23.02 on the agenda and to address police actions from June 14th. She noted that the 
Community Police Review Board has not made a recommendation and stated that 
constituents want the Council to take direct action. 
 

• Jennifer Cullison expressed support for repealing the anti-masking ordinance, citing risks 
of profiling and arrest for vulnerable populations. She urged the Council to place the 
issue on the agenda to protect freedom of speech. 
 

• Bianca addressed the Council regarding the mask ordinance, noting that the Council has 
the authority to address it directly rather than wait for committee recommendations. She 
also highlighted a lack of community outreach and education about the Community 
Police Review Board and urged Council Members to engage with constituents. 
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• Celia Garcia-Perez urged the Council to repeal Modesto Municipal Code 4-23.02, section 
13, and to authorize a special investigation into local law enforcement actions on June 
14th. She emphasized aligning City actions with constitutional rights and human rights. 
 

• A Modesto resident requested that the Council place the anti-mask ordinance, Municipal 
Code 4-23.02, subsection 13, on the agenda for amendment or repeal. They cited 
constitutional concerns, potential discriminatory enforcement, and urged the Council to 
act to avoid legal challenges. 
 

• A Modesto resident criticized the delay in addressing the anti-mask ordinance, noting that 
arrests under it were dropped and multiple organizations have highlighted its issues. They 
emphasized that the ordinance was unnecessary and urged the Council to act more 
promptly. 
 

• Jerry Thompson from the California Lowrider Alliance announced a new collaboration 
with Modesto High School and Modesto Junior College. Beginning in September, 
students will convert a police car into a lowrider as part of a shop class project, earning 
both high school and college credits while gaining technical and trade skills.

• Mayor Zwahlen reported on recent City activities, including decorating a Grace Gardens 
bridge housing unit, meeting with international students through the Sister Cities 
initiative, attending a Modesto street-naming history presentation, and participating in a 
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Stanislaus County biomass roundtable. She also noted visits from the Modesto Police 
Department’s canine unit and interactions with students at Modesto Junior College.

Reports from Closed Session: 
 

The City Council met in Closed Session on several items related to property negotiations, 
existing litigation, and anticipated litigation.  One of the items included in the Closed 
Session was related to the National Opioid Litigation.  By unanimous vote, the City 
Council gave direction to the City Manager and the City Attorney to take the necessary 
actions to participate in this round of settlements involving Purdue Pharma and the 
Sackler family, and eight opioid manufacturers.  This will result in additional funds for the 
City to use in combating the negative impacts of opioids.  The exact amount of the 
settlements are still uncertain, but it can be up to $769,248.88, payable over a period of 16 
years.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD 

 
• Karla thanked the City Council for recognizing Hispanic Heritage Month and 

expressed appreciation that her family settled in Modesto. She highlighted concerns 
about community safety, particularly regarding the City’s Mask Ordinance. Karla 
expressed that the Ordinance has led to disproportionate targeting of Black and 
Hispanic residents by police, citing an ACLU complaint about excessive force. She 
urged the Council to remove the Ordinance and voiced frustration that despite repeated 
requests since July, the issue has not been placed on the agenda, questioning the 
Council’s commitment to the Hispanic community. 

 
• Ryann Hall, an Administrative Manager for Cal Pride, urged the City Council to repeal 

or significantly amend Modesto’s Ordinance restricting certain items at public 
assemblies. She argued that the Ordinance endangers residents and journalists by 
limiting their ability to protect themselves at demonstrations and noted that groups 
such as the ACLU and the First Amendment Coalition have also called for change. 
Hall stated the Ordinance as discriminatory and unworkable, pointing out that law 
enforcement has admitted to enforcing it with a “guilty until proven innocent” 
approach. She expressed concern that the ban disproportionately affects marginalized 
communities who are more likely to participate in protests, discourages civic 
engagement and journalism, and undermines constitutional rights to free assembly, 
speech, and press. She called on the Council to act without delay, regardless of the 
Community Police Review Board’s stance. 

 
• Barry Jackson, a longtime Modesto resident, expressed support for efforts to bring 

professional baseball back to the City. He then addressed concerns about law 
enforcement practices, particularly the use of masks by Federal officers such as ICE 
agents, which he described as troubling and reminiscent of authoritarian tactics. While 
noting that he has not personally been targeted as an older white man, he emphasized 
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that younger Hispanic and immigrant communities are more vulnerable. Jackson, who 
supports law enforcement in general, urged City leaders to ensure the Modesto Police 
Department does not cooperate with masked Federal agents, calling such practices 
unacceptable. 

 
• Terhesa Gamboa, chairwoman of Woodland West Community and a Neighborhood 

Watch coordinator, spoke to thank City staff and Public Safety personnel for their 
support. She noted that a sewer line replacement project on Mercy Avenue has been 
handled efficiently with minimal disruption, and she expressed appreciation to Will 
Wong, Pete Kambel, and City engineers and workers for their responsiveness and 
innovative approach. Gamboa also praised MPD Lieutenant Eric Schuler for promptly 
addressing neighborhood traffic concerns and thanked the Crime Reduction Unit and 
patrol officers for their ongoing service. She concluded by inviting the community to 
attend Woodland West’s upcoming Family Fun Day at Sharp Park. 

 
• Danielle Morgart, representing Assemblyman Juan Alaniz’s office, provided a 

Legislative update. She noted that the current legislative session will conclude on 
Friday and resume in January 2026, though the office will remain open to assist 
constituents with State agency matters. Morgart reported that AB 16, related to ballot 
counting efficiency, is still awaiting additional Senate hearings; AB 528, addressing 
child sexual abuse material evidence, has been held in Senate appropriations and will 
carry over as a two-year bill; and AB 310, the Nevaeh Law cleanup bill, is awaiting a 
floor hearing. She invited the Council and public to reach out to the Assemblyman’s 
office with any questions or concerns. 

 
• Bryan Evin addressed the Council with concerns about the Modesto Police 

Department, recounting an incident where he reported a burglary but was later arrested 
himself after officers released the suspect. He described being jailed based on what he 
said were false claims, which resulted in significant personal and financial hardship, 
including two years of legal proceedings and high bail costs. He argued that the City is 
responsible under State Law for such actions and criticized the denial of his claim for 
damages. He also expressed broader frustration with what he views as the City’s 
mishandling of development projects and lack of facilities like a convention center and 
stadium. He urged the Council to take responsibility and pay his claim. 

 
• Celia Garcia Perez, a longtime Modesto resident with a background in Chicana and 

Chicano Studies, recommended that the City adopt the term “Latinx Heritage Month” 
instead of “Hispanic Heritage Month.” She explained that “Latinx” is more inclusive of 
diverse communities, including Indigenous, Afro-Latino, and non–Spanish-speaking 
groups, and avoids centering Spanish colonial history. She noted California has already 
recognized Latino Heritage Month and urged Modesto to follow suit to better represent 
the richness of its communities. 

 
• Steve addressed the Council regarding their refusal to discuss repealing the City’s 

Ordinance on public assembly. Citing a Modesto Bee article stating the Council has 
full authority to take up the issue, he questioned why members have avoided debate, 
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suggesting it reflected disregard for community concerns or fear of political pressure. 
He stated that City leadership and Police discriminated against communities of color 
and requested that Councilmembers place repeal of the ordinance on a future agenda. 

 
• Anthony Drobnic expressed concerns regarding the City Council not repealing 

Municipal Code 4-2302, which restricts certain items at public assemblies. He stated 
the Ordinance undermines First Amendment rights, enables politically motivated 
arrests, and disproportionately harms vulnerable groups, including unhoused youth. He 
stated that the Council deferred responsibility to the Community Police Review Board 
rather than taking direct action and did not pursue independent oversight of police 
conduct.  He highlighted contradictions, such as police wearing masks while residents 
are prohibited, and reminded the Council of their oath to uphold the Constitution.  

 
• Nic urged the City Council to repeal the City’s Mask Ordinance. He began by noting 

some positive developments, including Council support for the Latinx community and 
the dismissal of charges related to a recent rally, but expressed frustration that broader 
systemic issues remain unaddressed. The speaker stated that maintaining the Ordinance 
reinforces systemic racism, empowers unaccountable law enforcement, and undermines 
civil rights. He described the repeal as the “bare minimum” action the Council could 
take to protect Modesto residents, particularly communities of color, from what they 
characterized as discriminatory and oppressive systems at both the local and national 
level. 

 
• Laura Connor urged the City Council to place Municipal Code 4-23.02, Subsection 13 

the City’s Anti-Masking Ordinance, on the agenda for repeal. She stated the Ordinance 
is unconstitutional, violates First Amendment rights, and enables biased enforcement 
against vulnerable groups such as people of color, immigrants, and unhoused youth. 
She cited the June 14 anti-deportation protest, where she said police selectively 
enforced the Ordinance, leading to the detention of unhoused youth for nearly 12 
hours. She emphasized that the Council’s concern for unhoused residents should 
extend to those who speak out politically, not just those perceived as passive. Connor 
shared firsthand quotes from unhoused youth describing fear, intimidation, and 
mistreatment by law enforcement during the protest, and concluded by urging the 
Council to listen to lived experiences rather than uphold policies created without regard 
for equity or justice. 

 
• A community member urged the City Council to place Municipal Code 4-23.02, 

section 13—the mask ordinance—on the agenda for repeal, calling it unconstitutional 
and a violation of First Amendment rights. They stated the Ordinance enables selective 
enforcement by police and cited the June 14 Central Valley protest, where participants 
were met with confiscated equipment and aggressive law enforcement despite 
peacefully demonstrating against mass deportations. The speaker emphasized that 
continued public pressure demonstrates community solidarity and urged the Council to 
act responsibly, framing repeal as the “right side of history.” 
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• Madison Condit addressed the City Council regarding the mask ordinance and its 
impact on free speech, citing the June 14 ICE protest where participants were arrested 
and intimidated. She raised concerns regarding the Council failing to take meaningful 
action or communicate effectively with the community, noting that the Ordinance was 
originally passed quickly in 2019 under police influence. She stated that referring the 
issue to the Community Police Review Board delays action and undermines residents’ 
First Amendment rights. She emphasized that claims of public safety have been 
misused to justify the ordinance and expressed frustration that residents feel fearful of 
exercising free speech due to the Council’s inaction. 

 
• Leah Hassett spoke over the continued enforcement of the Mask Ordinance. She 

expressed concern that the City is ignoring community voices and replicating patterns 
of intimidation and discrimination seen at the national level. Hassett emphasized the 
Ordinance’s negative impact on vulnerable residents, arguing that it undermines 
Modesto’s ability to be a supportive, inclusive community. She urged the Council to 
repeal the Ordinance. 

 
• Will from Modesto discussed the Mask Ordinance and its impact on protests. He 

pointed out that wearing a mask and protesting were both legal activities on their own, 
but when combined, they had become criminal offenses under the Ordinance. He 
expressed concern that this combination led to arrests and discouraged people from 
protesting due to fears of police intimidation. He shared that he had felt unsafe during a 
protest, despite being a tall, white male, and suggested that others may have felt even 
less safe. He believed that people should not have to feel unsafe when exercising their 
right to protest. 

 
• A community member expressed concerns about the ongoing discussions regarding the 

Mask Ordinance. He noted that while the Ordinance was quickly enacted, months had 
passed without resolution, and despite repeated mentions of its unconstitutionality by 
groups like the ACLU, no progress had been made. The speaker questioned why the 
Ordinance had not been addressed on the agenda and emphasized the importance of 
being able to protest while concealing identities for protection against various 
authorities, including ICE. He affirmed the right to speak out against authority and 
stated that if the Ordinance was not repealed, they would work with the ACLU to sue 
the City. He also suggested that a lawsuit could set a precedent in California, 
preventing other cities from enacting similar Ordinances.

COUNCIL COMMENTS & REPORTS 

 
• Councilmember Williams shared a brief comment about attending the 63rd annual Ag 

Luncheon organized by the Modesto Chamber of Commerce. The event, held at the 
MJC Ag Building, featured keynote speaker Mike West from the West Family. He 
announced that the West Family business, which has been around for 116 years, would 
be keeping its headquarters in Modesto. While Williams did not disclose the specific 
location, he expressed his satisfaction that the company would remain in the City. 

 
• Councilmember Alvarez began by echoing Councilmember Williams' comments about 

Hispanic Heritage Month and mentioned El Concilio's upcoming celebration on the 
19th, which will feature comedian Gina Brillon. He then highlighted positive crime 
statistics for Modesto from August, noting decreases in major violent crimes (down 
13%), robberies (down 26%), property crimes (down 21%), auto theft (down 43%), 
and several other offenses. He commended the Modesto Police Department, 
particularly Chief Gillespie, for their efforts in public safety. Alvarez also praised the 
City Manager and staff for their quick response to blight issues in District 2, 
specifically thanking the Measure H Blight Abatement Team for their work in 
addressing debris and issues from homeless encampments. 

 
• Councilmember Escutia-Bratton highlighted the grand opening of Vallarta 

Supermarket on Oakdale Boulevard, emphasizing the Gonzalez family's generosity. 
She noted their donation of $7,500 to local schools and charities and the creation of 
421 jobs between their two Modesto locations. She praised the supermarket for its 
vibrant, community-focused atmosphere.  She also discussed the potential 
redevelopment of the old courthouse site into a warehouse market, similar to iconic 
markets like Findlay Market in Cincinnati, and encouraged the public to attend a 
community input session on September 24th to share ideas for the site’s future.   
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• Finally, she commended the Modesto Police Department for recent crime reductions, 
particularly a 41% decrease in auto thefts and a 26% drop in robberies. She expressed 
support for Chief Gillespie and reaffirmed the Council's commitment to ensuring the 
department has the resources needed to maintain this progress. 

 
• Vice Mayor Bavaro addressed the upcoming closure of the Downtown Streets Team in 

Modesto, set to close by October 31st due to financial and political challenges. He 
expressed deep concern about the program's impact, emphasizing that it has been 
crucial in supporting the unhoused community by providing work opportunities and 
helping individuals regain self-respect and employment. Bavaro highlighted the team's 
significant contributions, including picking up over 53 tons of trash and over 1,300 
needles in the City last year. He acknowledged the efforts of the Community and 
Economic Development Department, led by Jessica Hill, who are working tirelessly to 
find a solution and continue the program under a different nonprofit. He assured the 
public that efforts would be made to keep the program running. 

 
• Mayor Zwahlen shared recent activities, including meeting Modesto’s new 

Superintendent, Vanessa Buitrago, attending the Asian American Pacific Islander 
Festival, and participating in a radio interview about soccer in the City. She highlighted 
a community workshop on street safety and encouraged public input on improvements. 
She also joined a leadership panel at the Stanislaus County Office of Education, 
engaging with students, and attended the Modesto Police Clergy Council meeting to 
collaborate with local law enforcement, pastors, and community members.

• Ryann Hall, Cal Pride’s Communications Director, urged the Modesto City Council to 

quickly repeal the Mask Ordinance, calling it unconstitutional, discriminatory, and 
harmful to free speech. Hall stressed the need for immediate action following the 
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Review Board’s recommendation and reaffirmed Cal Pride’s commitment to 
accountability and community rights. 

 
• Harlan Diven, a Modesto resident and attorney, urged the City Council to repeal the 

Mask Ordinance, calling it vague, overbroad, and harmful to privacy and First 
Amendment rights. She highlighted disturbing arrests tied to its enforcement, stressed 
that the community has consistently opposed the Ordinance for months, and asked the 
Council to take the Review Board’s recommendation seriously and agendize repeal 
without delay. 

 
• Terhesa Gamboa, chair of Woodland West Community, shared highlights from their 

recent Family Fun Day, thanking City staff, law enforcement, and Councilmembers for 
their support. She announced upcoming community meetings about the Mister Car 
Wash project and a Neighborhood Watch meeting and concluded by voicing support 
for keeping the mask mandate in place. 

 
• Julissa, representing the Central Valley BIPOC Coalition, urged the City Council to 

repeal the mask Ordinance, calling it outdated, discriminatory, and harmful. She cited 
abusive arrests of community members, including unhoused youth, and stressed the 
lasting financial and emotional impacts. She also called for reparative action and asked 
the Council to follow the Review Board’s recommendation without delay. 

 
• Cameron Perez, a family medicine resident representing fellow union members, asked 

the City Council to support fair contract negotiations with VCM. He noted reduced 
residency slots, poor scheduling practices, and uncompetitive pay that discourage 
Doctors from staying in Stanislaus County. Perez urged the Council to recognize 
residents as vital to the community’s healthcare future and to back efforts for safer 
conditions and stronger retention. 

 
• Mary Rodgers, a longtime Modesto resident, urged the City Council to repeal the Mask 

Ordinance without further surveys, citing the Review Board’s thorough 
recommendation and months of community input. She argued the Ordinance 
undermines personal freedoms, criticized enforcement tactics, and stressed the urgency 
of protecting residents’ rights to dissent and assemble. 

 
 

• Steve expressed his belief that the City Council is not supporting true police 
accountability, accusing them of protecting systemic violence and disrespecting 
victims’ families. He voiced his frustration with the Police Chief’s comments at the 
Community Police Review Board, calling it controlled opposition, and urged the 
Council to agendize a reexamination of Municipal Code 2302 at the next meeting. 

 
• Nora Garcia, a downtown Modesto resident, supported repealing the mask ban, 

rejecting safety concerns raised by the Police Chief. She said protests posed less 
hardship than City actions and police enforcement and argued that upholding the 
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Ordinance undermines free expression without making downtown safer. She urged the 
Council to agendize its repeal promptly. 

 
• Maria Hernandez, Business and Community Development Manager at Stanislaus 

Equity Partners, announced a business meeting for owners in the 95351-zip code to 
discuss workforce needs and support for business growth. The meeting will be held 
Thursday, October 2nd at 5:30 p.m. at the Self-Help Federal Credit Union, with 
Spanish-language access provided. 

 
• A speaker expressed appreciation for the City Council’s recognition of Hispanic 

Heritage Month.  Using humor, they referenced iconic Latino characters to critique the 
Modesto anti-mask Ordinance, illustrating how ordinary people lack the means to resist 
police enforcement and could face arrest for minor actions. 

 
• Lara, a Modesto resident, called on the City Council to repeal the Mask Ordinance, 

citing its selective enforcement against marginalized groups and its suppression of free 
speech, warning that continued inaction undermines public trust. 

 
• A speaker urged the City Council to repeal the mask mandate, arguing it enables 

selective targeting of vulnerable groups, ignores the Police Oversight Committee’s 
unanimous recommendation, and undermines the Council’s accountability to 
constituents. 

 
• Madison Condit urged the City Council to place a repeal of the Mask Ordinance on the 

October 14th agenda, criticizing the Police Chief’s opposition as a power move and 
emphasizing that the Community Police Review Board’s recommendation reflects the 
community’s interests. 

 
• Ann Marie, a Modesto resident, demanded that Municipal Code 4.23.02, section 13, be 

added to the next City Council agenda for repeal, stating that  it’s a violation of First 
Amendment rights and believes its used to target community members at protests. She 
emphasized the ongoing emotional and practical impact on those affected and urged the 
Council to act. 

 
• Suzanne Gonzalez, a Modesto resident, urged the repeal of the Mask Ordinance, citing 

racial disparities in police treatment at protests she attended.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD 
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• Ryann Hall, Communications Director of Cal Pride, urged the Council to reconsider 
the Mask Ordinance, noting ongoing public opposition and concerns that it is legally 
vulnerable, costly to enforce, and unnecessary. 

 
• Betty Santos, a lifelong Modesto resident, provided an update on the Modesto High 

lowrider project. Now in its third week, the project engages students in hands-on 
learning as they work to convert a former police car into a lowrider, guided by mentors 
including Mingo Perez. Santos highlighted the students’ enthusiasm and the 
educational value of the experience. 
 

• Tina Perez-Tateo shared that since the 2023 repeal of the cruising ban, the Modesto 
High lowrider project has kept volunteers busy. She highlighted the students’ hands-on 
engagement and excitement, noting they will soon be featured on Channel 13 News. 

 
• Lucas thanked the Council and Mayor for their work and raised traffic safety concerns. 

He suggested installing speed and red-light cameras at specific Modesto intersections 
and plans to contact State representatives to explore legal options for implementing 
them. 

 
• Danielle Morgart from Assemblyman Juan Alanis’s Office provided a legislative 

update, reporting that the Governor signed two bills: AB 16, which allows earlier 
processing of vote-by-mail ballots to speed election results, and AB 310, which 
requires youth sports organizations to have emergency response plans and ensure 
coaches are CPR and AED certified. 

 
• George Edgerman spoke about housing difficulties his family is facing. He described 

being threatened with eviction due to his daughter visiting his partner, who is battling 
cancer, and requested the City’s help in addressing the situation to prevent further 
hardship and potential homelessness. 

 
• Cameron Perez a resident doctor at Paradise Clinic, raised concerns about unsafe 

scheduling and staff reductions under Golden Valley Health Centers. He emphasized 
that sleep deprivation among residents is affecting patient care and urged the City 
Council to support efforts to implement safe scheduling practices. 

 
• Terhesa Gamboa a neighborhood watch coordinator, urged the Council to maintain the 

Mask Ordinance for public protests. She argued that protesters should be identifiable in 
public, while law enforcement officers may choose to wear masks for safety and noted 
community support for keeping the Ordinance in place. 

 
• Juan Telles shared two upcoming community events. The first is the Future Starts with 

Us Youth Summit, focusing on mental health, adult readiness, and leadership, featuring 
panels, keynote speakers, and student-led discussions. The second is Dev Fest, a tech-
focused event aimed at positioning the Central Valley as a hub for innovation, 
networking, and technology development. 
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• Celia Garcia Perez urged the City Council to repeal Modesto Municipal Code 4-
2302(13), following a 7-to-1 recommendation from the Community Police Review 
Board. She argued the Ordinance is unconstitutional, discriminatory, and exposes the 
City to costly legal challenges, emphasizing the need to prioritize community needs 
over unnecessary enforcement. 

 
• Julianne Phillips the new District Representative for Senator Marie Alvarado-Gil, 

introduced herself and provided a legislative update. She highlighted the Senator’s 
efforts to secure pay parity for Cal Fire employees through AB 1309 and shared that 
the senator remains active in the district with community engagement and mobile 
office hours. 

 
• Brandon Fenley a local business owner, expressed support for maintaining the mask 

mandate in Modesto. He noted the City’s challenges with property crime and public 
safety and emphasized the need for community stability while remaining open to 
discussion. 

 
• Harlan Diven praised the City’s support for shelters like Aces, advocating for 

inclusive, non-emergency, harm-reduction policies. They also warned that the Mask 
Ordinance likely violates the First Amendment and could result in costly legal 
challenges, urging the City to reconsider. 

 
• Sunny Singh, a resident doctor at Paradise Clinic, highlighted staffing cuts following 

Golden Valley’s takeover of county clinics, which reduce physician numbers from 36 
to 24 and increase resident workloads. Singh stressed that these changes risk patient 
care and physician well-being, urging the City to support efforts for safe scheduling 
and retaining doctors in Modesto. 

 
• Amandeep Songhera, a resident doctor at Paradise Clinic, raised concerns about unsafe 

scheduling and staffing cuts following Golden Valley’s takeover, which have led to 24-
hour shifts, insufficient recovery time, and sleep deprivation. He emphasized that these 
conditions threaten patient care and urged support for retaining and attracting 
physicians in Modesto. 

 
• Michael Wood, a Modesto resident, spoke in support of maintaining the face mask ban 

for protests. He argued that requiring protesters to be visible promotes accountability 
and aids law enforcement, emphasizing that First Amendment rights do not include 
anonymity while protesting. 

 
• Anne Marie, a Modesto resident, urged the City Council to repeal Municipal Code 4-

23.02(13), which prohibits covering faces at protests. She cited multiple instances of 
unconstitutional enforcement, support from human rights organizations, and the 
existence of state law already addressing masked criminal activity, warning that failure 
to act could result in costly litigation. 
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• Steve addressed the City Council regarding past arrests, noting that charges against him 
were dropped. He raised concerns about Councilmember statements on Latino identity 
and expressed that the Council should focus on public safety and equitable 
representation for all community members. 

 
• Anthony Drobnick, a lifelong Modesto resident, urged the City Council to repeal the 

Mask Ordinance, citing its unconstitutionality and the risk of costly litigation. He 
emphasized that community surveys cannot resolve the legal issues and warned that 
continued enforcement could divert funds from other City priorities. 

 
• Avonelle Tomlinson addressed the City Council, asserting that the Mask Ordinance is 

unconstitutional and disproportionately affects people of color. They urged the Council 
to prioritize funding for unhoused shelters over defending the Ordinance in court and 
called for its repeal. 

 
• A speaker who was previously arrested under the Mask Ordinance urged the City 

Council to repeal it, citing constitutional concerns and the potential for a costly lawsuit. 
They emphasized they do not wish to sue the City but want it to act in the community’s 
best interest and uphold empathy and responsibility in governance. 

 
• Diana Brazil, representing Indivisible Modesto, urged the City Council to repeal or 

amend the Mask Ordinance, citing its impact on free speech, previous arrests, and 
potential legal costs. She emphasized the need for policies that protect public safety 
and civil liberties, particularly for protesters. 

 
• A speaker addressed the Council, criticizing the Police Department’s approach to 

oversight and the Mask Ordinance. They stated that law enforcement resists 
accountability and public criticism, framing community input as filtered or limited, and 
suggested that the department prioritizes compliance over transparency and 
responsiveness to concerns. 

 
• Sarah, a Modesto resident, urged the City Council to repeal the Mask Ordinance, citing 

its unconstitutionality, potential for discriminatory enforcement, and risk of costly 
litigation. 

 
• Efren Diaz, a Central Valley BIPOC organizer, called on the City Council to repeal 

Modesto Municipal Code 4-23.02(13), citing selective enforcement against protesters 
of color and the Ordinance’s suppression of free speech. He also expressed support for 
healthcare workers advocating for better working conditions at Golden Valley. 

 
• Nora, a Modesto resident, criticized the City Council for delaying action on repealing 

Modesto City Ordinance 4-23.02, highlighting selective enforcement by MPD and the 
Ordinance’s constitutional issues. She warned that continued inaction wastes taxpayer 
resources that could be better spent on community programs, housing, and public 
safety. 
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• Madison Condit, a Modesto resident, criticized the City Council for claiming 
insufficient community input on the Mask Ordinance. She emphasized that residents 
show up after work to voice concerns, highlighted the Ordinance’s sudden and 
confusing enforcement, and urged the Council to respect residents’ right to protest 
without criminalizing mask-wearing. 

 
• Darlene Ruiz, a Modesto resident, and long-time protester urged the Council to repeal 

the Mask Ordinance. She noted that previous masked protests occurred without 
incident, questioned selective enforcement, and warned that continuing the Ordinance 
could lead to legal challenges. She emphasized the need for the Council to act on the 
Community Police Review Board’s recommendation and prioritize residents’ rights. 

 
• Kevin McClarty questioned the officer-safety rationale for the Mask Ordinance, noting 

that individuals committing serious crimes are unlikely to attend public protests. He 
recommended showing video of the June protest and arrests at the next public meeting 
to provide context and encourage meaningful public comment, including via Zoom. 

 
• A speaker provided an update on the September 27th Lowrider Holiday celebration, 

highlighting strong family attendance and successful coordination with Modesto 
Police, Fire Department, and volunteers for traffic and parking management. They also 
shared progress on the Modesto High School police car project, noting increased 
student participation and upcoming media coverage, and expressed gratitude to council 
members and supporters involved.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD 

 
• Terhesa Gamboa, chair of Woodland West Community, urged the Council to keep the 

mask mandate, citing public safety concerns and noting community support for police 
and reduced crime since Measure H passed. 
 

• Lisa Carlson urged the Council not to repeal the mask mandate, arguing masks enable 
anonymity during crimes and protests. She cited nationwide riots, thefts, and lawlessness 
since 2020, saying those committing such acts often wore masks to avoid identification. 
 

• Suzanne Gonzalez-Beban urged the Council to repeal the mask mandate, arguing it 
contributes to government surveillance and endangers peaceful protesters who may need 
masks to protect their identities from federal monitoring. 
 

• Milt Trieweiler urged the Council to permanently protect Modesto’s prime farmland 
north and west of the City from development, stressing its global importance, 
sustainability, and irreplaceability. He called for building within City limits rather than 
expanding outward to preserve farmland for future generations. 
 

• Derek Castle urged the City to improve safety on Modesto’s shared-use trails due to 
rising e-bike speeds and related accidents. He suggested measures like speed limits when 
passing pedestrians and periodic park ranger checks to ensure compliance with state laws. 
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• Ramon Rodriguez urged the City to address car-related dangers and invest more in public 
transportation, biking, and walking to reduce accidents. He also called for action to 
prevent the closure of the Salvation Army shelter, warning it would increase 
homelessness. 
 

• Dan Vega urged the City not to demolish the Modesto Center Plaza, arguing it should be 
repurposed as a daily community civic center rather than replaced with an expensive, 
high-risk stadium. He said the plaza could better serve residents year-round and 
strengthen community life. 
 

• Sebastian Jones, president of the Martin Luther King Jr. Committee, thanked the City for 
investing in the MLK Park renovation and requested space for a future statue of Dr. King. 
He asked to collaborate with City staff and leaders on the project and to participate in the 
park’s ribbon-cutting ceremony. 
 

• Anthony Drobnick spoke about the City’s high spending on defending the mask ban and 
overfunding police. He urged the Council to repeal the Ordinance and redirect funds to 
community programs and an independent, well-resourced Police Review Board. 
 

• Sarah Bland thanked the City Council for listening to community concerns, praised 
Sebastian Jones for his persistence in renaming the park to Martin Luther King Jr. Park, 
and acknowledged the $8.5 million funding and ongoing park improvements. 
 

• Lucas S. honored recently fallen police officers in California, including those who died in 
the line of duty or traffic incidents, and requested a moment of silence to recognize their 
service. 
 

• Brian Benham urged the Council to repeal the mask mandate, emphasizing that wearing a 
face covering is not a violent act and does not cause crime. He called for courage, 
integrity, and respect for First Amendment rights. 
 

• Ryann Hall, director of Communications at Cal Pride, argued that masks at protests 
protect individuals’ identities and the health of immunocompromised people. She 
emphasized that repealing the mask Ordinance as it threatens First Amendment rights and 
could lead to costly litigation, urging the City to focus taxpayer dollars on community 
support instead. 
 

• Anne Marie urged the Council to repeal mask municipal code, arguing it is 
unconstitutional, unenforceable, and redundant due to Penal Code 185. She warned that 
inaction could lead to costly ACLU litigation and emphasized the need to prioritize 
funding for social services over policing. 
 

• Julissa listed numerous individuals killed by Modesto police over the years and 
questioned why half of the City budget is allocated to policing despite documented 
misconduct, including targeting of BIPOC protests. She highlighted ongoing concerns 
about police accountability and the unconstitutional mask Ordinance. 
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• Leah Hassett called for the full repeal of Modesto Municipal Code 4.2302 and the 

dismissal of charges from the June 14th arrests. She urged the City to view protesters as 
community members advocating for positive change rather than targeting them with 
enforcement or surveillance. 
 

• Emmanuel Vasquez Marin condemned the City for failing to place the June 14th protest 
and mask Ordinance on the Agenda, calling it a denial of justice and public 
accountability. He urged the Council to act promptly, uphold constitutional rights, and 
address police misconduct. 
 

• Laura Connor urged the City Council to repeal the mask Ordinance, citing its violation of 
First Amendment rights, harm to marginalized communities, and existing laws against 
masking during crimes, warning of potential ACLU legal action. 
 

• Nora urged the City Council to place the mask Ordinance on the next Agenda and repeal 
it, highlighting its unconstitutional targeting of marginalized communities and warning 
that continued inaction will lead to a costly lawsuit, diverting resources from essential 
City services. 
 

• A speaker urged the Modesto City Council to repeal the mask mandate or at least place it 
on the Agenda, arguing that its continued enforcement allows police to target citizens and 
divert resources toward militarized policing instead of effective crime reduction and 
community improvement. 
 

• Allison Anderson Cisneros urged the Council to repeal the unconstitutional mask ban, 
emphasizing that resources should focus on community programs, arts, education, and 
inclusive strategies rather than solely on reactive or militarized policing, which limits 
effective problem-solving and community cohesion. 
 

• A local business owner spoke in support of repealing the mask Ordinance, emphasizing 
that it criminalizes peaceful protesters and forces residents to choose between exercising 
their First Amendment rights and protecting their families. She urged the Council to add 
the issue to the Agenda to prevent community division and unnecessary use of taxpayer 
dollars. 
 

• Galen, a Modesto resident and nurse practitioner, spoke about issues with the National 
Take Back Day event on October 25th. They noted that police department doors were 
closed, there were no signs or fliers, and medication drop-off bins were insecure. Galen 
suggested quarterly events with secure drop-off containers to better protect the public and 
the environment. 
 

• A local resident expressed frustration at attending City Council meetings for four months 
without seeing action, noting that elected officials are meant to represent the people. 
They shared their feelings briefly without a prepared statement.

• Councilmember Escutia-Bratton reported on a recent San Joaquin Valley Air Pollution 
Control District meeting, highlighting the agency’s role in regulating emissions, reducing 
smog and particle pollution, and managing public health and incentive programs. She 
noted successes including a 90% reduction in smog-forming emissions since 2000, 
replacing tens of thousands of old diesel engines, and significant drops in fine particulate 
matter. She emphasized ongoing challenges and collaboration with state, federal, and 
community partners to continue improving air quality in the valley. 
 

• Vice-Mayor Bavaro echoed concerns about e-bike safety on trails, citing complaints from 
local neighborhoods and walking/jogging groups, and suggested stricter regulations. He 
also attended the first annual Police Investigators Association presentation, praising the 
Modesto Police Department and Stanislaus County District Attorney for showcasing 
investigative efforts in solving violent crimes and cold cases. 
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• Mayor Zwahlen highlighted recent community involvement, thanking the Parks and 
Recreation Department for a successful Day of the Dead celebration at the McHenry 
Mansion. She recognized Juana Carrasco as California’s first-ever individual First 
Responder of the Year and acknowledged the retirement of Stacey Mortensen, longtime 
executive director of the San Joaquin Regional Rail Commission, while noting ongoing 
efforts to bring rail service to Modesto.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD 

 
• Suzy requested the City revisit the Mask Ordinance, stating that protesters need masks 

for safety from surveillance, vehicle emissions, and crowd-control measures, and asked 
the local government to protect peaceful demonstrators. 

 
• Avonelle Tomlinson opposed Modesto’s mask ban, stating it is more restrictive than 

the state’s and disproportionately affects people of color. She referenced a potential 
ACLU lawsuit, arguing that continuing the ban is unlawful and a waste of City funds 
that could be better used for local needs. 

 
• Jose urged the City to repeal the mask ordinance, arguing it disproportionately affects 

underserved communities and would be difficult to enforce across Modesto’s County 
pockets. He recommended allowing police to focus on core public safety duties rather 
than enforcing mask restrictions. 

 
• John X Mataka, representing Valley Improvement Projects, urged the City to address 

the Mask Ordinance, noting that the ACLU and First Amendment Coalition had 
requested its repeal or amendment. He stated that delaying action for surveys does not 
resolve legal issues and highlighted a perceived inconsistency allowing police to wear 
masks while prohibiting protesters from doing so. 

 
• Dan Vega opposed demolishing Modesto Center Plaza for a soccer stadium and 

proposed keeping it as a civic space. He suggested using the plaza for community 
clubs, events, and social activities when not booked, modeled as a nonprofit-run 
community center to foster civic engagement and social connection. 

 
• Ryann Hall, representing Cal Pride, criticized the Mask Ordinance as unconstitutional, 

unworkable, and a misuse of taxpayer funds. She emphasized that the community can 
safely organize and manage events without restrictive policies, highlighted the 
importance of protecting First Amendment rights, and urged the City to involve 
organizers with lived experience in creating effective policies for peaceful assembly. 

 
• Gavin Bruce criticized the Mask Ordinance, citing a June protest where police actions 

appeared confrontational and excessive. He highlighted perceived disparities in 
accountability, noting that powerful officials face fewer restrictions while protesters, 
including homeless youth, face strict rules. He also raised concerns about surveillance 
and law enforcement cooperation with federal agencies, urging the City to repeal the 
Ordinance. 
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• Julianne Phillips, a representative from Senator Alvarado-Gil’s office provided a brief 

Legislative update to the City Council. She highlighted a recent visit to the Modesto 
Irrigation District Regional Water Treatment Plant in Waterford, where discussions 
focused on water sustainability and treatment. The Senator also participated in a well-
attended community meet-and-greet at a local Baptist church near the King Kennedy 
Center, offering resources related to food access, education, and childcare. She also 
expressed appreciation for the Veterans Day proclamation and noted that the Senator is 
sponsoring the upcoming Veterans Day parade in Modesto. Additionally, mobile office 
hours will be held at the Gala Center next Tuesday. 

 
• Laura Connor, delivered a satirical yet critical public comment addressing issues of 

racial inequality, law enforcement accountability, and perceived inaction by the City 
Council. Using irony, she highlighted concerns about systemic privilege, the treatment 
of marginalized communities, and the Council’s response to recent protests and legal 
actions. She questioned the prioritization of authority and compliance over justice and 
civic responsibility and expressed disapproval of the City's financial decisions related 
to a recent ACLU lawsuit. Her remarks concluded with a pointed critique of leadership 
and a call for greater accountability. 

 
• Anthony Drobnic delivered a satirical proclamation using irony to express deep 

frustration with the City Council’s perceived inaction and lack of accountability. He 
criticized Council Members for ignoring community input, failing to act on 
recommendations from the Police Review Board, and contributing to costly legal 
issues. He accused the Council of prioritizing appearances over substance and 
expressed disappointment in their leadership over the past several months. He 
concluded by stating that the community deserves more responsive and committed 
representation. 

 
• Nic stated that wearing masks is necessary for personal and public health, including 

protecting vulnerable individuals. He criticized the City Council for not placing the 
Mask Ordinance on the agenda, argued that it disproportionately targets marginalized 
groups, and raised concerns about potential legal costs and lack of societal benefit. 

 
• Steve described a Pride event in Modesto that was disrupted by an individual with anti-

LGBTQ messages, noting delayed police response and concerns about public safety. 
He criticized the Municipal Code for failing to adequately protect community members 
and argued that current policies put residents at risk. 

 
• Julissa shared past experiences of being targeted by white supremacists while engaging 

in campus advocacy at CSU Stanislaus and stated that law enforcement failed to 
provide protection. She emphasized the importance of allowing masks for personal 
safety and criticized the City Council for not addressing the Mask Ordinance while 
continuing to fund the Police Department. 
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• Harlan Diven questioned the City Council’s legal advice on the Mask Ordinance, 
noting that the primary attorneys consulted have limited First Amendment expertise. 
They emphasized that clothing could constitute expressive speech, highlighted the 
importance of protecting protesters’ privacy and safety, and stressed that First 
Amendment rights are not subject to majority opinion or surveys. 

 
• Nora expressed support for not tearing down the Centre Plaza, she also criticized the 

enforcement of Modesto’s Mask Ordinance, citing violent arrests of BIPOC protesters 
on June 14, 2025, while other protests were treated more leniently. She argued the 
Ordinance enables profiling based on ethnicity and political views, violates First 
Amendment rights, and called on the Council to amend or repeal it. 

 
• Kevin McClarty stated that the Mask Ordinance facilitates surveillance and targeting of 

community members, including by extremist groups, referenced recent ICE actions, 
and urged the City Council to consider community concerns and take protective 
measures.

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• Hillary Moak, a local resident and the Central Valley Program Director for the 

Yosemite Rivers Alliance, reported recent community projects at the Tuolumne River 
Regional Park, including a community planting day, a river cleanup, and a community 
hike. She noted upcoming events such as MJC’s Turkey Trot and highlighted the need 
for Commissioners to ensure quorum for the December 10th TRRP Commission 
meeting. 

 
• Danielle Morgart from the Office of Assemblyman Juan Alanis reported on a large set 

of recently signed state bills affecting cities. The new laws focus on housing and land-
use reforms, CEQA streamlining, transparency and Brown Act updates, homelessness 
program requirements, short-term rental enforcement, and cybersecurity provisions. 
Many take effect January 1, with others phased in through 2026. She noted major 
changes to ADU processing, density rules, and infill project approvals, as well as new 
homelessness reporting standards and short-term rental data-sharing requirements. Her 
office has provided a detailed document outlining each bill and its timeline. 

 
• Dan Vega, a Modesto resident, addressed the proposed $188 million soccer stadium, 

noting that City resources could instead be allocated to essential needs, including 
affordable housing, mental health services, community facilities, and emergency 
preparedness. He stated that the City currently does not maintain emergency food or 
water reserves and suggested that a modest investment could provide basic supplies for 
residents. He recommended storing these supplies in multiple locations and distributing 
them through City services and trained volunteers during emergencies. 

 
• Juan Telles, a West Modesto resident, recognized Councilmember Williams for 

attending recent youth-focused and technology events. He highlighted the upcoming 
December 9, 2026 Innovation Social to discuss AI, blockchain, and technology 
investments, and noted plans for a New Year’s Day hike with VIP, Latino Outdoors, 
and Powerade. He also mentioned the California State Park’s ongoing envisioning 
process, which ends January 4, encouraging public input on its future development. 

 
• Jerry Thompson provided an update on the Modesto High School’s police car lowrider 

project. The final assembly phase was completed, and the car will move to MJC West 
Campus for body and paint work. Students installed airbags and other components, 
gaining hands-on experience beyond standard maintenance. He also noted that the new 
baseball club owner, David Heller, engaged with the community to address feedback, 
and he thanked those who supported the process.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD 

 
• Steven Villarreal, a representative from the lowrider committee thanked the City Council 

and Mayor for their support of recent community events, including the Lowrider Holiday 
and an event at Graceada Park. He presented plaques as a gesture of appreciation and 
noted that many committee members wished they could have attended. 
 

• Milt Trieweller urged the community to protect the county’s uniquely valuable farmland. 
He emphasized its irreplaceable soils, irrigation resources, and climate, stressing that it 
must be preserved for future generations. He called for stopping development on 
farmland within the irrigation districts and instead focusing growth on City infill and 
blighted areas. He said safeguarding this farmland is a responsibility to children and 
descendants who cannot advocate for themselves. 
 

• Dan Vega expressed concern about the consistent Christian prayer given after the Pledge 
of Allegiance at recent meetings. He questioned whether it is appropriate or 
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constitutional, noting that it may unintentionally promote a single religion. He suggested 
allowing prayers during public comment instead of making them part of the meeting’s 
standard procedure. 
 

• A speaker raised concerns about the City’s handling of Municipal Code 4.23, saying the 
process lacks transparency, gives too much influence on police, and doesn’t reflect 
meaningful community input. She said the Ordinance was misused during the June 
protest, the rewrite makes no real changes, and important oversight recommendations and 
legal findings were not addressed. She urged the Council to release the Attorney’s report, 
provide evidence for its claims, and listen to the community. 
 

• Kevin McClarty urged the Council to address the lack of late-night businesses west of 
McHenry Avenue, noting that pharmacies and most restaurants now close early due to 
theft concerns and changing policies. He asked the City to encourage development to 
revitalize the area and avoid it becoming a “ghost town” at night. 
 

• Steve addressed City officials’ treatment of community members, families, and 
individuals with mental health crises, citing police violence and disrespectful behavior by 
staff.  He also spoke against systemic targeting of Afghan residents and urged the 
Council to stand up for marginalized groups and uphold democratic values. 
 

• Rochelle Levi, NAACP Religious Affairs Chair, announced the passing of Gladys 
Williams, a lifetime member and former NAACP president. Williams was a longtime 
educator and community advocate who fought for equity and civil rights. A private 
service will be held in February to honor her contributions to the City. 
 

• Anthony Drobnick spoke about the underfunding of Modesto’s Community Police 
Review Board (CPRB). He urged the Council to reallocate part of the Police 
Department’s budget to provide the CPRB with funding, stipends, and the ability to hold 
police accountable. He emphasized that a well-funded CPRB would improve community 
safety and trust and called for meaningful support rather than symbolic gestures. 
 

• A speaker criticized the handling of the mask Ordinance survey, saying it lacked context 
and misled respondents about its purpose. They stressed that a proper survey should 
explain the background, such as arrests of peaceful protesters, before asking for support, 
and compared the issue to other laws that appear sensible but have been applied unfairly. 
 

• Harlan Diven called for an independent investigation into the June 14th protest arrests, 
arguing that organizers and speakers were targeted, and First Amendment rights were 
chilled. She noted the Community Police Review Board’s recommendations have been 
ignored and emphasized the need for City action to address distrust in the police. 
 

• Nora Garcia expressed concern about the City hosting Christian prayers at Council 
meetings and public events, arguing that it is exclusionary, potentially unconstitutional, 
and alienates people of other faiths or no religion, discouraging their involvement in City 
government. 
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• Laura Plascencia urged the Modesto City Council to take action against ICE operations in 

Stockton, citing reports of people being detained without due process and separated from 
their families. They asked the Council to use its influence to help remove ICE from the 
area and ensure detainees are returned to their families safely. 
 

• Dr. Samuel Ephraim expressed appreciation for Modesto’s police officers and 
firefighters, emphasizing their dedication and the risks they take to protect the 
community. He shared a personal connection to law enforcement and urged residents to 
recognize and value their service.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD 
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• Lynelle Solomon urged the City Council to take immediate local action on the worsening 

housing crisis, emphasizing that many vulnerable community members are at risk as 
existing supports expire and federal funding is unavailable. She stated that emergency 
shelters—such as a possible short-term use of Modesto’s Century Plaza—are essential 
first steps to prevent people from falling into homelessness while long-term housing 
solutions are developed.  
 

• John Carvalho, a business owner, informed the Council that he received a notice about 
year-long roadwork near his shop and has been unable to find clear information online. 
He asked for guidance on where to get details, and the Council directed him to staff who 
will provide the information and help him get connected. 
 

• Nancy Robinson, president of the Modesto Garden Club, announced the club’s annual 
Elegant Holiday Table Viewing event on December 10th at Del Rio Country Club and 
mentioned plans for the 2026 Spring Garden Tour. She updated the Council on the club’s 
beautification work—including maintaining the Aileen Gallo Memorial Clock, planting 
downtown pots, and installing a Blue Star Memorial Marker—and highlighted a member 
recognized as Youth Leader of the Year in California. She thanked the Council for its 
support and wished everyone a Merry Christmas. 
 

• Lucas Spyksma suggested the City consider upgrading security technology, specifically 
recommending ZeroEyes software in schools and public facilities with added detection 
for sharp objects like knives. 
 

• Ray Ruiz, father of Trevor Seever, expressed frustration that nearly five years after his 
son’s death he sees no meaningful progress on police reform. He said nothing has 
changed, the review processes are ineffective, and he feels the Council does not 
genuinely care about accountability. 
 

• Darlene Ruiz, mother of Trevor Seever, listed the people she says were killed by Officer 
Joseph Lamantia and stated that he was never held accountable. She expressed frustration 
that charges against him were dropped, arbitration has still not happened, and police 
reform has seen no progress. She said some Councilmembers privately express support 
but have not stood with her publicly, urging them to take real action instead of offering 
sympathy. 
 

• Harlan Diven echoed the Seever family’s concerns, saying Modesto’s Community Police 
Review Board is underfunded, ignored, and ineffective. She urged the Council to take its 
recommendations seriously, open an independent investigation into alleged wrongful 
arrests and injuries during June 2025 protests, and show greater accountability and 
attention to residents’ concerns about civil rights violations. 
 

• Steve addressed the Council, saying the police killing of Trevor Seever reflects systemic 
issues and that the Council ignores calls for accountability and the Community Police 
Review Board’s recommendations. He noted some members have shown disrespect and 
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hostility, emphasized that residents are forced to rely on leaders who aren’t listening, and 
ended by calling for a moment of silence for Seever. 
 

• Zafir Solomon urged the Council to prevent the loss of federal housing funds, citing 
waste and lack of accountability in past permanent housing projects. He noted costly 
local projects compared to more affordable alternatives elsewhere and emphasized that it 
is the Council’s responsibility to ensure people are not left homeless and to coordinate 
with county and state officials. 
 

• Juan Telles expressed concern that Councilmembers offered no comments during the 
recent discussion on the mask Ordinance, despite strong public interest. He urged them to 
be more transparent and engaged, share their perspectives, and not remain silent on issues 
that affect residents’ rights.
